ASSESSOR SUPPORTED BY THIS
COURT OAHU RAILWAY COM-

PROMISES IN THEIR SUIT.

Two decisions were given by the
Tax Appeal Court this afternoon. They
were not of any general importance,
howexer, except to the parties imme
diately concerned. In both instances
the decisions slightly reduced the in-

creases in assessments made by Tax
Assessor Holt, but left the amounts at
very close to his figures, so that the
net result is a victory for Holt. These
were the first decisions rendered by
the Tax Appeal Court.

The first decision was on the appeal
of Henry E. Cooper on two pieces of
property at Ewa. One was Block 43

returned by him at $G00 and raised by

the Assessor to ?750, and the other
piece of land at Ewa returned by
Cooper at $2000 and Increased by the
Assessor at S3G00. In the first case
the Increase by the Assessor was sus
tained and In the second case the court
placed the valuation at $3300, only $300

less than the Increase made by Holt.
The other decision was given on the

anneal taken by E. B. Thomas. He
had leased land on King street be
tween Nuuanu and Bethel owned joint-
ly by the J. W. Austin Estate and tho
Bishop Museum. The return on the
land was made at $3,750 each, but the
Assessor raised It to $7,600 each. The
court holds that the joint Interests
should be assessed at a total of $11,840.

The Oahu Railway & Land Co. has
compromised In the matter of Its as
sessment of 4.7 acres of tide lands
near Its wharves In Honolulu. The
company has agreed to pay taxes on
the basis of $23,000. it had made no
return for the land before.

The Supreme Court today handed
down an opinion overruling the ex
ceptions in the case of Jim and Ben
Kauai. They were convicted of a mis-

demeanor in- - the North Kona district
magistrate court. An appeal was

taken to the circuit court, but they
failed to pay the costs that had been
charged them. The circuit judge there-
upon dismasted their appeal. The Su-
preme Court sustains the circuit court

U. S. A. TRANSPORT THOMAS

SENDS WIRELESS TODAY TO

ANNOUNCE HER APPROACH.

There came a call to the wireless'
station of tho United btates naval sta
tion this morning from the U. S. Army
transport Thomas, due here today trom
San Francisco with several members
of Congress, the entire Twenty-sixt- h

regiment and two battalions ot tho
Tenth cavalry.
