FLEET TO CARRY COAL FOR NAVY
SAN FRANCISCO, June 22: An

nouncenient was made yesterday oi the
charter of six steamers by the govern-
ment to bring coal from the east to
Mare island and Bremerton navy
yards. All the vessels chartered are
under the British Hag. Tho British
steamer Burma and another steamer
of tho Strach line have been engaged
to bring coal from Baltimore to Mare
Island at ?G.50 a ton. The Ferndene,
Angus, Strathord and Netherfleld have
been chartered to carry coal from Dal
tlmoro to Bremerton at JG.25 a ton.
Tho lleet will bring altogether about
30.000 tons of coal.

RIGHTS OF FISHERMEN

DEHItDJf COURT

DECISION BY JUDGlii DOLE IN THE

CASE OF TlM SCHOONER CON-

CORD AWARDS DAMAGES.

U. S. Judge Dole gave an Interest
lug decision yesterday In a libel
brought by Tsuneklchl Matsuno
against the schooner Concord. Tho op-Inl-

says, In part:
"The libel in this case complains

that 011 tho 27th day of August, A. D.
1905, at about 2 o'clock in the morn-- 1

Ing, while tho llbellant was engaged
In fishing In his own boat, anchored
off tho hnrbor of Honolulu, ho was run
into by the llbollee, whereby llbellant's
boat was overturned and injured, all
of his loose property in the boat lost
and ho himself thrown Into the water
where he remained some time until no
was rescued, by which he was made
ill so that he was unable to attend to
his business for about a month, which
collision occurred through tho negli-
gence of the llbeilee; and claims for
the loss and injury to his property and
his own loss of time and medical ex-

penses, the sum of $3GS.30.

"James Lyle and K. S. Sorenson In-

tervened as owners of tho schooner
Concord and answered the libel ad-

mitting the collision and disclaiming
all negligence, and claiming that tho
collision occurred through the nog-- 1

ligence of the llbellant In being with- -
out a riding light at the time of tho
accident; that he made no effort to
