MANILA, September 21. Albert F.

Judd, has written to a friend in Ma-

nila concerning the Filipinos who went
with him to work in the sugar fields ot
Hawaii. He says among other things:
"Tho Filipinos are certainly making
good hero. The only feature about the
situation which could bo Improved Is
the fewness of them. The Uocanos
are slow to move. I wish we could
get them here In large numbers. Those
that aro hero are considered better
laborers than the Japanese. As far
as I know they are contented. The
last lot headed by Reyes have gone to
Pahala, on the Island of Hawaii, dis-

tant some thirty to thirty-fiv- e miles
from the rest of the Ilocanos who aro
on the Olaa plantation.

"It Is undoubtedly a good thing for
the Filipino people to havo it demon-
strated that soino of their number can
compete successfully with other peo-

ples in Hawaii. It ought to insure
confidence in tho Filipinos in their own
country. I am sure that if you, In any
way, can assist this movement by writ-
ing to Reyes and getting his report and
spreading it among your friends in
IIocos or In any other way that may
occur to you. you will be doing a
favor not only to the planters here,
but to the Filipinos at home."

BEING REPAIRED HERE AFTER

A SERIOUS ACCIDENT IN

CHILE.

To look at the bark Olympic as she
lies alongside the railway wharf cough-

ing up nitrates, sling by sling, It Is

difficult to iniagne her with her fore-

foot out of water in a swollen sea, but
that she has had that experience Is

tho fact.
Not far from Antofagasta, Chile,

several months ago, when she was ly-

ing at anchor waiting for a towboat,
tho big Britis.i steel ship Eurasia drag-
ged her anchor and bearing down on
tho Olympic, before the bark could cut
loose from her moorings, fouled her in
such a way that It took six hours to
separate the vessels. It seemed for a
while that their embrace would prove
fatal to the smaller bottom, the Olym-
pic, for tho bowsprit of the latter had
pierced tho steel foremast of the Eu-

rasia, making a hole bigger than a
man-hol- e and the neavy rolling seas
broke the hulks away a bit and then
smashed them together again in an
alarming hug. The Olympic's bow-

sprit was held fast In the ship's stcbi
mast for hours.

When tho Eurasia rolled over to
port she lifted tho forefoot of tho
Olympic clean from the water, twisting
the nose-wor- k, splintering the great
bowsprit, bringing down forward gear
and staving in her port planks. Then
when they swung together broadside,
tho Olympic's port against the Eura-rla- 's

starboard, the bark's taffrail was
converted into kindling.

When tho collision occurred the
Olympic sacrificed her starboard an
chor and would havo let tho port hook
go, too, If slip had had time, In order
if possible to clear the big Britisher.

The dnmago to the steel ship was
greater than tho Olympic suffered ana
she had to be towed to Antofagasta for
temporary repairs. Her foremast, deck
house and bulwnrks were wrenched,
twisted and broken and her sldo was
dented and sho carried away a lot of
gear.

The Eurasia will probably have to
pay damages. Her agents put up a
bond, but the matter, as far as tho
Olympic knows, has not yet been set-

tled.
Alec Lylo of this city la now at work

on tho Olympic to make permanent
repairs. The great bowsprit's fore-reac- h

will bo amputated and a new
piece added. There is, no r!eco of
timber here largo enough and of the
proper shape and kind to give her a
one-pie- timber as boforo. Tho brok-
en planks In hor port side, which worn
cemented and covered over with roupij
boarding temporarily, are to be taken
out and replaced tj new ones.
