SALVATION ARMY TO FEED THE

POOR FAMILIES OF NEW YORK

CITY.

NEW YORK, Dec. 24. Christmas
dinners will be furnished moro than
125,000 people by tho Salvation Army
lu New York. Baskets containing din
ners for .amllics of five and six per-

sons will be distributed tomorrow
morning.

Each basket will contain a live--

pound chicken, in addition to vegeta
bles, coffee, tea and bread, as well as
plum pudding.

In addition to Its great Christinas
dinner the Salvation Army is collect
ing money for its regular winter re
lief work, and 100,000 appeals sent to
Now Yorkers through tho malls have
brought moro than $13,000 into tnelr
coffers.

Two hundred boxes ot substantial
clothing, groceries and toys had been
sent out to tho wives and children oi
Imprisoned men up to tonight by tno
Volunteers of America. The work of
packing and shipping other boxes wi,i
continue until New Year.

'Our work for the last two weeks,'
said Mrs. Balllngton Booth, "slmpiy
signifies the results oi our real work
throughout the year in getting in
touch with tho families of tho men
behind the bars. The work of shipping
boxes out of town was begun two
weeks ago and has gone on steadily
since. We sent one box as far as Ok
lahoma and many others to Pennsyl
vania, Ohio and the South."

The work of distributing baskets
to the poor will be carried on tomor-
row by the Volunteers. A total of.2Q00

baskets will be distributed. Dinners
will be sent to Jersey City and Brook
lyn.

On his second Christmas iu tho
Tombs Harry K. Thaw will make In-

mates and keepers .happy through the
presents which he will distribute.

To each of the 47 keepers he will
present a 5 box of cigars, while each
matron gets a box of fine linen hand-
kerchiefs. Each of his fellow Sprlson-er- s

will receive two cigars and a box
of cocoa.

The presents were purchased by his
wife, Mrs. Evelyn Nesbit Thaw, who
has ordered for him a fine Christmas
dinner to be served by Delmonico.
