Achl
is trimming his sails for the race for
Mayor next fall. Ho knows his weak
placoa and It was to strengthen one of
these that tho Garbago resolution was
planned. Not only wuld the new de-

partment open tho way to the public
feeding through for several more Achl
men, but it would put ln,to Achl's hands
considerable patronage through the
control of the twenty to thirty! men
who now are under Sam Johnson's
eyo, but havo no especial use for Achl.
They all llvo In the neighborhood of.
tho stables down In Knkaako where
their influence is very considerable. Not
only would the cutting off the Garbage
Department from the Road Department
according to the scheme, make these
men dependent for their Jobs on Achl,
but they could be made missionaries
for Achl among the men of tno Road

, .Department, and cause dissension In
the county stables. Achl has begun to
bellovo Sam Johnson's 'declaration that
ho is out of politics, and consequently
ho wants to get a foot hold in the ter-

ritory whero Sam was strongest, with
the suggestinon that he and not Sam
will bo tho one to look to for the
future.

Archer wants to get into the Ter-

ritorial senate, and Achl has promised
him tho plum if he will bo a good'

through, the now $125 job as Superin-
tendent will be filled by William Isaac,
a henchman of the 7'alama boss who j

has had a checkered career and has
been fired from one or two political
jobs for reasons generally known.

Then the position of collector for the
department is to he filled by William
K. Itayiburn, ex-fis- h in
spector, etc. This last place Is at pre-

sent filled by M. P. .Tacobson, an old
man, but one who has made a faultless
record in the Job he holds. Ho has
collected from $1,000 to $1,300 per
month in quarters, four-bit- s, and six-bi- ts

at a time, and has made friends
with all the patrons of the service, ns
well as getting the money. The old
man gets $S5 por month, but Archer
stated Wednesday night that he is
getting too old for the job, which
shows which way the wind blows.

The Garbage Department at present
keeps nilte an elaborate set of books
which are handled by Ed. Hopkins, a
young Hawaiian who has made a very
clean reconi under Sam Johnson. Hr.
gets $75 per month and keeps books of
tho different grades of garbage work,
the payroll of the men, the expenses of
supplies and repairs, besides personal
accounts with the 1,500 to 2,000 patrons
of tho garbage service. Achl's super-
visors stated last night that they would
not need a book-keepe- r, probably In-

tending keeping tho accounts In their
heads.

The puzzle of tho trouble between
tho McBryde and Koloa plantations on
Kauai over certain water rights, which
has come to tho verge of actual war-

fare, and has caused sonie apprehen-
sion in oxecutivo circles of a serious
clash between the employes of tho two
plantations, Is explained by tho old
axiom that possession is nine points of
tho law. Also by the fact that as soon

tho matter is put into tho hands of
tho courts whichever side has posses-
sion of tho water will In all probability
bo ablo to retain for a considerable
length of time possibly several years

whllo tho courts are grinding through
tho matter and worrying with the legal
delays which tho lawyers would at ouce
begin piling up In front of tho Judicial
machine. In the meantime, regardless
of tho ultlmato outcome of tho suit, tho
company in possession will havo been
enjoying largo profits which tho much
needed water Insures.

Tho water rights In question are of
tho Oniao stream and Its easterly
branch, which together arc said to
supply somo three millions of gallons
of water per day. Heretofore tho

seem to havo been In posses-
sion, but a fow weeks ngo tho Koloa
pooplo put a forco of several hundred
Japs at work and built a dam by which
tho water diverted to tho Koloa
lands. Tho McBrydcs sent another
larco forco and pulled out tho dam,
stuco which tlmo several dams havo
been built nnd often pulled out. At
tho present time It said that tho
Koloa Plantation seems to havo got a
dam which McBrydo can't removo
without to actual forco of
arms. Under these circumstances Mc-

Brydo does not want to legal
