Greeted at President's Luncheon by
Other Prelates and by
Statesmen,

THE PRELATE OF IRELAND.

He Denounces the Divorge Evil and
Is Dublous of Liquor
Prohibition,

WASHINGTON, May 6. —President
and Mrs. Roosevelt entertained a dia-
tingulshed party at Iuncheon today in
honor of Cardinal Logue, the prolate of
Ireland,

As the function was regarded as
purely private no stitement wis made
from the White House, All the gnests,
however, agreed that the talk was in-
formal and that its purpose was alto-
gether social and an act of courtesy 1o
the distinguished representntives of
the Catholics now In the Unlted States,

Today Cardinal Logue gave his
views briefly on several lmportant sub-
Jects; In answer to guestions, and also
his impressions of President Roosevelt,
whom he graatly admires, 0a the dl-
vorce question Cardinal Logue sald:

“Divoree Is one of the chlef blots
on thie eountry. I belleve it will
eventually ruin the United States. if a
check is not put upon it. According
to my belief, it should be abrolutely
abolished. Hven from a political point
of view, it will ruln the United States
and destroy families, and the family
is the foundation of the state.”

On the question of prohibition,
cardinal said:

"This 18 a diffleult matter Lo pass on,
The absolute prohibition of the gale of
llquor is practically impogsible. Of
course, we all want to redoce the use
of alcohol as much as we can, but the
best means of doing it is a mootea
question.”

GHINESE BOYGOTT
IN-JAPAN DYING

Effort to Rebuke Nippon For Huml«
lation In Tatsu Maru
Affalr Fails.

STARTED BY THE CANTONESE.

The Movement Fialled Through Strong
Opposition of the
Vieeroye,

SHANGHAI, May 6—The Chinese
boycott of Japanese goods which came
about as a result of the humiliation
inficted npon the Chiness people by
the Japanese Government in securing
the Tatsu Marn case, will soon die a
natural death.

The movement was started by the
Cantonese merchants, who endsavored
to earry the propaganda Into the vari-
ous parts of China by sending urgent
telagrams asking the residents to join
the boyoott, '

This movement did not succedd on
account of the strong position taken
by the viceroys, who took severe steps
to prevent its growth and who suc-
ceeded in stopping the Cantoness mer-
chants in Tientsin, Shanghal and Han-
kow from joining,

Thia attitude by the viceroys doubt-
less was a result of Japanese pressure
upon China.
