maintained where scientific agriculture is made to constantly pro-

gress. But a few years ago a dangerous pest known as the leaf
hopper made Its appearance and threatened very serious devasta-

tion of whole caneflelds; within a few months scientists employ-

ed by the planters found the leaf-hoppe- natural enemy and Im-

ported it and now the leaf-hopp- is no longer feared. This is only
one of many incidents that might be c.tcd to explain why the Ha-

waiian Islands have the most productive sugar plantation In the
world (Ewa, near Honolulu) and the largest sugar mil.l in the world
(Spreckelsvllle, Island of Maul). To the advantages of soil and
climate have been added unbounded enterprise and the highest
ability; thousands of acres once regarded as waste have been made
highly productive by Irrigation and in doing this the planters have
spent enormous sums on irrigation system and pumping machin-

ery; engineers have surveyed and tunnelled almost Inaccessible
mountain heights to tap wasting water and divert it to barren
fields It now makes green with sweet stalks, and from artesian
depths in Hawaii some of the largest pumping plants on earth dis-

tribute rivers of water on lands that would be barren without them.
The problems of the sugar industry in Hawaii have been, In fact,
largely those of engineering and scientific agriculture, and the suc-

cess achieved is one of which the founders of the, industry sur-

viving, and descendants of those passed, are justly proud.
Serious labor and other difficulties have had to be met from time

to time, but they are Incidental to Hawaii, while in the scientific
side Hawaii has done that which adds to the knowledge and pro-

ductive power of all the human race. It Is a striking fact that
the mid-ocea- n Honolulu Iron Works constructs great mills for Me-

xico and Formosa. When can found an equal for this sort of
a success of the little island community In competition with the
great steel and iron works of the world? It Is equally striking
fact that the sugar men of all lands study Hawaiian methods and
that the great estates seeking to establish themselves in other
lands send agents to learn from Hawaii and seek managers train-I- n

Tho year 1876, when the recipro-
city treaty between tho Kingdom of
Hawaii and tho United States of Ame-
rica "was entered Into, marked tho
beginning of tho advance of tho su-

gar Industry of tho Hawaiian Islands.
Labor was plentiful and comparative-
ly cheap, tho prices of sugar were

to

high and tho conditions favored a
rapid Increase In tho industry.

Twenty years ago tho averago
yield of commercial sugar was about
10 pounds per 100 pounds of caho and
the average yield of cano per acre
was about 25 tons. At tho present
time tho average yield of commercial
sugar Is about 12 pounds per 100
pounds of cano and the average yield
uf cane per acre Is about 40 tons.

Most of the plantations aro joint
stock companies. There aro a few,
however, which are owned by Indivi-
duals. The plantations which are In-
corporated havo something between
si an3 seven thousand stockholders.

Cal., and around Cape Horn
by steamer and sailing vessel. A
