The Nunann dam seems solld and
atrong, Early thls morning a veritable
flood of water filled It  Ipn the seven
hours from midnight till 7 o'clock
this morning. six and twenty-two hun-
dredihs Inches of rain fell at the upper
reservaly. Thiz meant an enormous
amount of water rushing jdown from
the Wil sldes to the new reservolr.
What {t meant can be understood from
the fact that at one time the level of

the water in the big recervolr was rals-
Gd tweelve feet in ten minutes,

In spite of this the dam stood every-
thing that there was and not a nickle's
worth of damage was done. During
the night 127.000,%0 gallons of water
were wasted but It can be seen that
this was not toe much for the allow-
ances which hlad been made in con-
structing the supply pipes can earry
away 31000000 gallons per day and

the waste pipes 46,000,000 gallons.

The water I"mm the Lulumahu guleh
wak diverted so as to gun in below the
tnm and ecame down In+a torrent,
while inside the dam the water rose
at one time to five feet abhove the splll-
way, flooding the engine house which
Is used for the pumping of sluleing wa-
ter, to & depth of two feet. This gave
a head of twenty feet of water in the
<waste tunnel, the hig seven feet by
five wvent, which was turned into a
pipe, earried off the extra load so well
that the level had dropped to one foot
abhove the spillway two hours later,

There is now plenty of water for all
suppliea and for slulelng, which will
be started again 4s soon as the weather
Aries up a Hitle, No. 2 and No, 2 re-
gervolrs were full this morning and

“flowing over, while No, 1 which is only

getting water through the supply pipe
from the hig reservoir No., 4, will be
full in a couple of hours.
