MORE AMERICAN NAVAL VESSELS IN PORT AT ONE TIME THAN

EVER 'BEFORE HILONIAN IN CONSTANT TOUCH WITH ARMADA

BY WIRELESS BETWEEN FRISCO AND HONOLULU SW-AR- OF

LAUNCHES SIGHTS AND SOUNDS BY NIGHT AND DAY.

Before tomorrows night tho Pacific
fleet, cruisers, destroyers and supply-- !
ship, fifteen In all, will have been
bunkered for a more than two-thousa-

mile run to Samoa, and this ac-

complishment will mark a record for
this port and something near a record
for the world.

First of all, and that counted for a
big proportion of tho work, Rees was
ready. "Coal'when you ready, Rees!"
will soon be getting to be as much of
a saying as the famous remark "Fire
when you're ready, Grldley!"

Captain Corwin P. Rees, U. S. N
naval station commandant, threw out
ten thousand tons of coal on the
wharves ready for tho white cruisers
and black destroyers to swallow as
soon as they should berth. Then tho
fleet arrived on Umo llko an express
train and twelve of tho flftcon vessels
Entered the harbor between noon and
five o'clock of yesterday, the thirteenth
the South Dakota, being piloted in by
Captain Macaulay early this morning.

Today the black dust flies over the
waterfront, and to the never ceasing
music of the ships' bands, for when
one is not playing another is, the men
of the squadrons are shovelng coal into
their respective vessels In quick time,
cranes, buckets, baskets, shovels and
living heavers working Incessantly.

Alongside the Oceanic wharf the
Tennessee is taking on cloven hundred
tons. At tho Alakea street wharf the
West Virginia and Maryland and tho
destroyer Stewart are loading. Tho
Pennsylvania and tho supply ship So-

lace and six of tho destroyers aro bun-

kering at tho Naval wharves, while tho
South Dakota is taking in fuel from
tho collier Saturn at tho Channel
wharf.

Tho flagship West Virginia will re-

main at her wharf after completing'
coaling, wbllo two others will make
room for the California and Washing-
ton which did not enter yesterday.

Yesterday the Washington, South
Dakota and California, lying off the
bell buoy, were, during the afternoon,
constantly talking by wireless with the
West Virginia, Tennessee, Maryland
and Pennsylvania, the Solace and the
destroyers inside the harbor, and with
tho Naval Station. Sending all mes-
sages by wireless means a saving of
time and physical energy. But this

Tho Supreme Court has unanimous-
ly sustained the validity of the Hono-
lulu Munclpal Act. Its decision was
rendered this morning and the gist
thereof Is fouud In the syllabus print-
ed above. Circuit Judge Do Bolt, had
reserved the caso for tho Supreme
Court, and Is advised in the decision
that the demurrer ought to be sus-
tained and tho petition dismissed.
John Emmoluth was the petitioner and
tho case may hero be restated from tne
Introductory part of the decision:

"The petitioner, as a citizen or the
United States and the Territory, and
of the County of Oahu, a taxpayer and
elector in the Territory and County,
filed a petition beforo the circuit
judge for a writ ot mandamus di-

rected to tho board of supervisors of
the County of Oahu commanding them
forthwith to proceed and issue a pro-
clamation concerning a 'county elec-
tion for tho County of Oahu, and to
transmit copies of the same to the
several boards of Inspectors through-
out tho County of Oahu and to, cause
the proclamation to be posted In the
manner required by law and to do all
acts and things required of them un-

der and by virtue of an act creating
counties within tho Territory of Ha-
waii, and providing for the govern-
ment thereof passed April 14, 1905,
setting forth In his petition that the
board of supervisors had neglected and
refused to issue a proclamation con-
cerning county elections and to post
the proclamation in the manner re-

quired by Sec. 3G ot the net, and that
they declined and refused to any time
to Issue the proclamation, nnd as the
petitioner Is Informed and believes and
so alleges will not Issue It at least
sixty days before the general election
or at any other time as by the act re-

quired, tho board of supervisors claim
ing that the act is repealed by an act
entitled 'An Act Incorporating the City
and County of Honolulu,' approved
April 30, 1907, whereas the petition as

1. Does the petition for a writ of
mandamus as filed in said proceeding
state facts sufficient to entitle tho pe-
titioner John Emmeluth to a writ of
mandamus as prayed for, or to any
relief whatsoever?

2. Has the Act ot the Legislature
of tho Territory of Hawaii, entitled
"An Act creating Counties within thtf.
Territory of Hawaii and providing a
government for the same", been and
now Is repealed by an Act of tho Leg-
islature of the Territory of Hawaii,
entiled "An Act Incorporating the City
and County ot Honolulu'; approved
