LEGISLATURE TO BE ASKED TO

PASS AN ACT MAKING REAL ES-

TATE OWNERS ACTIONABLE.

One of the important matters which
will be brought before the Legislature
at its coming session will be in the
nature of what is known In legal lan
guage as a "lis pendens" law. Noth-
ing of this kind is to be found in the
statutes of the Territory at the present
time.

Deputy Attorney General Sutton Is
working upon, a statute of this kind
at present, which will provide that In
case a suit is filed against a defendant
owning real property, after notice has
been filed with the Registrar of Con
veyances, the property may not be
transferred without the new owner be-

ing made a party to any suit pending
at the time such a transfer is made,
Almost all the states of the Union
have such a law at the present time
and it appears that it is something
needed in this Territory.

ROLLICKING GALE LAST NIGHT SEVERAL DAYS OF HIGH W1NI-- o.

S. ASIA SHOULD HAVE ARRIV ED FROM FRISCO THIS MORNING.

TWO SHIPS SAIL OUT INTO S TORM WHIRLWIND IN MANOA

AND PALOLO VALLEYS. ,, ,

For three days theie has been a pin-
ing wind, a wintry wind at times,
though the force of the swift currents
from the northeast has been more ob-

served than the coolness, and last night
a gale was'angering the sea and smash-
ing over" Diamond Heads feet with
great waves the breaking of which
tossed the spitting spray high in the
air.

And all along the windward coast
have the water-whir- ls been roused, the
usually calm deep places within the
coral bounds heaving with the force
hurled over the barriers. Fish were
seen in unusual places and the haunts
of other fish, daily sought by native
fishermen, have been ren'dered tem-
porarily unprofitable.

In the harbor last night the bark
S, C. Allen, lying in the crwde of the
marine railway, was as a harp, with
her bare poles, upon the strlngsot
which the fiercely gusty winds played
with strenuous iingerVi. Boathouses
swayed and the big collier Hermiston
yanked at her moorings at the Naval
wharf as if she wanted to skip the
channel backwards. Scaffolding used
on the concrete structure of the new
lighthouse on Sand Island vibrated
with every fresh onslaught. All snip-
ping looked to its moorings, and the
baby craft, sampans, yachts and island
schooners danced a jig less merry than
anxious. Inter-Islan-d boats felt it,
all bottoms and rigs, and all people
around or about at night felt it.

And with all the wind there was but
half an inch fall of rain In the city
yesterday. The wind scurried the rain
clouds far to sea. Beyond the harbor
any observer from shore yesterday

,could see clearly the line where the

SUPERINTEDNET CAMPBELL PRE-

PARING FOR THE CONSTRUC-

TION OF MONUMENTS.

The preparing of fitting resting
places for the remains of the Alils of
Hawaii, and the departed monarchs, is
a matter which is being taken up at
present by Superintendent of Public
Works Campbell and tenders for the
erection of monuments and the con-
struction of underground vaults for
this purpose, for which money was ap-

propriated by tho last Legislature will
soon bo called for.

Two vaults and two monuments are
to be erected in the Nuuanu ceme-
tery for the reception of tho remains
and 'tho plans are now underway. Tho
first of tlieso vaults will bo for tho
bodies of Kalakaua and his queen and
tho monument will bo n striking one
built of marblo with a grey granlto
base. It will rise on a shaft to tho
height of forty feet.

Tho second vault will be larger, be
ing Intended to recelvo tho bodies of
tho nllls. The monument to be placed
in front of It will be of polished gran
lto and will bo suitably lnscrlbcl with
the names of these who have the vault
as their last resting place. The list of
thoso who are entitled to the honor of
having their ashes placed in this vault
is a matter of a good deal of im-
