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GENERAL SMITH MAY COME TO HONOLULU TO COM.M XD BIG

ARMY POST TRANSPORT THOMAS BRINGS FIFTH CAVALRY

SQUADRONS CRUISER BUFFALO ARRIVES WITH MARINES

LIST OF OFFICERS ROUGH WEATHER EXPERIENCED.

General Frederick A. Smith, accord-
ing to reports floating around the Pre-

sidio, San Francisco, Is to come to Ho-

nolulu to be tho commanding officer of
the troops stationed on this island.

General J. F. Weston will arrive at
San Francisco January 15 to relieve
General Smith, and General Smith
must bo sent to a place commensurate
with his present high official standing.

Tho government has decided that an
olllcer of rlgh rank should be sent here
to tako charge.

Major Samuel W. Dunning Is at pres-

ent In charge of the troops at Fort
Shatter but with tho arrival of tho
two squadrons of the Fiftli cavalry
today in tho transport Thomas the sit-

uation assumes an entirely different
aspect.

It Is on thi 'count that Uncle Sam
Is to send a commanding officer of
high rank.

Major Dunning will probably remain
in charge of the Twentieth Infantry,
but General Smith will command the
entire forces.

THOMAS BRINGS CAVALRY:
Half a thousand cavalrymen arrived

here this morning In tho U. S. Army
transport Thomas, under command of
Colonel Walter S. Schuyler. Their
mounts arrived yesterday In the A.-I- I.

S. S. Virginian. Tho 500 cavalrymen
and the 400 Marines, arriving this
morning in the U. S. S. Buffalo, swell
tho Oahu military forces by 900, and
the population is swelled much more,
for the wives and chihlrcn and moth-
ers and sisters and servants of ninny
of the officers and non-com- s, and tho
families of some of the enlisted men
aro also here.

BUSY SCENE ON WHARF.
Transport Thomas, having sailed at

noon of January C from San Francisco,
wirelessed Sunday that she was get-

ting rough southwesterly Weather.
Yesterday she wirelessed that she
would dock this morning. At day-

light she was oft port and at 7 o'clock
she was alongside tho channel wharf.
There was a great crowd, early as it
was, to meet the transport and to get
a view of the cavalrymen. Tho Ha-

waiian band was thero to greet the
troops and the band ot the Fifth
Cavalry, aboard, resppnded to the salu-
tations ot the local musicians. The get-

ting of equipments ashore started im-

mediately and a busy scene ensued.
First class passengers, cavalry officers
and their families and ther baggage
camo first ashore and then enlisted
men wcro put on the wharf, and lined
up for roll call and Inspection, pre-

liminary to exercise ashoro Tomor
row they will bo sent to Leilchua where

in
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their camps are ready for them, offi-

cers and all.
THOMAS' ROUGH TRIP.

The trip of the Thomas from San
Francisco was one of the worst she has
experienced between the Coast and
Honolulu. Not a single day was en-

joyable. Much seasickness was suf-

fered. There were numerous children
aboard and they saw little of sunny,
decks, for the decks were wet most
of the time. Besides the officers of
the Fifth Cavalry hereafter named,
there are for Honolulu 473 enlisted men
of the Fifth Cavalry and other com-

mands, thirteen casuals and four steer-
age passengers. For Guam there re
nine passengers. Manila passengers
number 77 In the ilrst cabin, thirteen
in the second cabin, 340 United States
Army men in tho steerage and 87 men
of the Navy, and three casuals; 520
Manila passengers in all. When she
arrived here the Thomas had aboard
1,112 passengers. Of this number
5S3 landed here. Tho transport will
sail for Guam and Manila tomorrow
afternoon. Much of the troopshlps
freight Is for this port, consisting ot
tho cavalry equipment.
