HILO BOARD OP TRADE'S SOLU-

TION OP THE COUNTY ATTOR-
NEY PROBLEM. . ,

'If
HILO, January 19. The question of

thq emclency of the County Attorney's
ofllco formed the subject of some dis-
cussion at the meeting of the Board
of Trade of Hilo last Tuesday. The
malter came before the-- board on a
statement by the Secretary that two of
the County Supervisors, Lyman and
Fernandez, desired to have nn expres
sion of opinion by the board as to tho
appointment of Carl S. Smith' as De
puty County Attorney.

Richards said he believed It was ne
cessary to appoint some one, though
not on account of the amount of work
to bo done. He moved that the board
do not endorse the appointment made.

Andrews said It was a question of
whether County Attorney Williams
had the legal ability to draw up in-

dictments that will hold water. Carl
S. Smith was generally accepted as
tho leading lawyer of Hllo, he was sup-
posed to be as well versed In law
as any one here. It was not a matter
of simply doing tho County work, but
the object of putting him in was to
have his legal advice in drawing crim-
inal indictments. At present, when
indictments are drawn, tho County is
put to the expense of hundreds ot
dollars, and the whole matter is thrown
out because of some rjaltry flaw in
the indictment, and there was the ex-

pense of sending tho case back for
rehearing. While it might very much
bo regretted that the elected County
Attorney has not the ability that he
ought to have, tho Board should care-
fully consider whether, on tho ground
of economy, the County should be call-
ed upon to pay another man to draw
up indictments. If a Deputy Attorney
is employed, it will be quite an item
for the county to pay. On the other
hand, if he is not appointed, the ex-

pense to the County might be twice as
much, on account of the blunders made
In the drawing of indictments.

McKay thought that to recommend
any individual to any particular office
would be to touch dangerously upon
a political matter, and this should not
be a political board. He was informed
that Carl Smith was only wanted to
draw criminal indictments. In that
case, they might have him one day
prosecuting a murderer, and tho next
appearing against the County in a
damage suit.

Furnealix nrgued that this was not
a matter for the board to Interfere in;
it was entirely for the County Super-
visors. It was a matter affectiiig the
taxpayers, and this board should not
endorse anything that would increase
taxation.

The motion was unanimously carried,
and the Board of Trade therefore ex-

presses no official opinion as to tho
wisdom or unwiBdom of giving Mr. Wil-

liams efficient assistance.

Investigation to bo made. It was as
certained that sore throat had been
prevalent In the neighborhood of tho
stricken family, American, for some
time and no notification sent to tho
Board of Health. The law says that
"immediate" notice of contagious dis
ease shall bo given by the attending
physician.
