INDICTED

SEVEN FEDERAL INDICTMENTS ON

OPEN AND FOUR ON SECRET
FILE.

Eleven .indictments were returned by
tho Federal grand jury boforo Judgo
Dole this morning. Four of them wero
placed on tho secret file, pending tho
arrest of tho therein charged. The
seven remaining ones nro as follows,
In tho order of their numbering, tho
second being tho case of John T. Stay-to- n,

who while assistant postmaster of
Honolulu was caught opening official
letters:

Yoshlglro Suzuki and Hlnl Suzuki,
harboring alien woman for immoral
purpose.

John T. Stayton, unlawfully opening
letter intended to bo delivered from
postoffice.

Morlmoto, endeavoring to obstruct
the administration of justice. Tho
specification is that ho unlawfully and
feloniously by threats and force tired
to prevent ono Chiso, a Japanese wo-

man, from testifying in tho United
States court to which she was sub-
poenaed as a witness, his interference
going to tho length of assaulting and
beating her.

G. Fukushlma, offering and giving
a bribe to a U. S. officer.

COURTS POUR

TO IKE RULES

On a reserved question rrom a First
Circuit Judge, In the case of Joscphn
A. F. Cardoza vs. Saint Antonio Bene-
volent Society, the Supremo Court in
an opinion by Justice Ballon declares
the law as follows:

"Courts have Inherent power to make
rules for tho transaction of their busi-
ness, and assuming that the rules of
the circuit courts of tho Republic of
Huwaii aro no longer In force, tho Cir-

cuit court of tho first circuit, In the ab-

sence of rules for all the circuits made
under It. L. 1(15!), bus power to mako
Its own rules.

"Under R. L. 1911 and the circuit
court rule as to the liability of attor-
neys for costs the court has power to
tnx the costs of a commission as costs
of court and hold the attorriey of the
losing party liable therefor, although
such costs wero advanced by the op-

posite party pending the termination
of the case."

By a unanimous opinion tho Supremo
Court reverses th0 judgment of tho
Honolulu District Court, whereby M.
Muranaka was fined $20 and costs for
erecting within five hundred feet of the
premises of the Kaahumanu public
school in Honolulu a building design-
ed and intended to bo used for a lodg-
ing and tenement house. Chief Jus-tic- o

Hartwoll writes the opinion, of
which this is tho syllabus:

"A county ordinance making it a
misdemeanor to construct or orect any
building or structuro designed or in-

tended to be used for a lodging or
tenement houso within five hundred
feet of any public school premises Is
not an exercise of power granted to
boards of supervisors by Act 39 b. L.
1905, Sec. C2, Par. 5, 'To regulato by
ordinance within tho limits of tho
county all local police, sanitary and
other regulations.' "

In tho body of tho decision tho fol-

lowing remarks appear:
"Tho defendant was found guilty and

sontenced to pay a fine of $20 and costs
$1.10, from which sentence ho appealed
upon points of law, claiming that tho
ordinance (1) Is unconstitutional In
depriving him of his property without
duo process of law, denying him equal
protection of tho law, In discriminat
ing against lodfr'ng and tenement
houso keepers in .'avor of hotel keep-tr- s,

and as an unreasonable and arbi-
trary exercise of police power, and (2)
is ultra vires and void not being au-

thorized by the County Act and con-
flicting with the building. laws of the.
