EDITOR. STAR: Much space has
been given to the explanation made by

the Governor as to the bills introduced
in Congress to amend the Organic Act,

before the Chamber of Commerce for
which he got a vote of thanks. It
does not appear very plainly, however,

"The bill, as you know, is one to

amend a number of the sections of the
Organic Act and repeal ono section."

teen hundred and six, shall not apply
to Hawaii."

Should efforts now being made to
have action postponed nrovo successful
Congress will have opportunity to vote
on a more equitable measure with more
precise information as to tho condi-
tions from which tho electorate seoks
relief than have yet been presented
to that body.
