FARMERS OPPOSE GAMBLING IN FARM PRODUCTS.

Ir A prominent man who is interested in agricultural affairs in one
of the wheat-growin- g States has written to the Department of Agri-

culture protesting vigorously against the recent "speculative maneu-
vering in wheat." He says "the sentiment in the country, especially
among the farmers, favors the passage of some measure that will piit
a stop to gambling in farm products." He says the recent comer in
wheat has worked a great hardship to the millers and to consumers
of flour, but the rank and file of the farmers have not derived any
benefit from the rise in prices as the wheat had mostly passed out .of
their hands. Only an occasional well-to-d- o farmer who held his wheat
has derived any benefit from the skyward movement of prices.

This Westerner also complains of the methods employed by the
great market speculators. He says they "send their representatives
through the farming districts to compile reports to suit their business,
they spend money lavishly, hire automobiles, and scour the country seek-
ing information in order to make reports that will support the grain
speculators In talking with the farmers and grain dealers, they en-

deavor to create prejudice agajust the Government's crop-reporti-

service." lie says, moreover, that "some traveling salesmen are try-
ing to help Patten and his friends, and are abusing the Government
Ifor its efforts to thwart their scheme."

The writer, however, gives assurance that such methods are not
meeting with favor, but, on the contrary, have aroused indignation
among the farmers, who, are standing by the Department of Agricul-
ture in its efforts to defend their interests. .

SAVING STORM-FELLE- D TREES FROM DESTRUCTION BY
' "' ", BORERS. '

Experts of the Department of Agriculture have been studying' the
-- vork of insects in storm-felle- d pine in the South, especially the 'work
of the borer known to lumbermen as the "sawyer." The results should
be of interest to owners of timber felled or damaged by storms.

It has been found that the sawyer begins work in the bark of
felled trees very promptly, and that it reduces the value of thetimber
about one-thir- d within two months, a reduction which represents nianv
millions of dollars annually.

This Uks may be largely prevented by prompt action on the ju't.
of the timber owners. As soon as possible after a destructive storm
an estimate should be made of the amount of felled timber that can
be converted into lumber before the sawyers begin to enter the wood.
Trees that can not be worked up with little delay can be protected in
cither of two ways: () the bark may be removed from the trunks,
or (2) the logs may be cut without removing the bark and placed in
streams or ponds. The sawyers wilt do practically no damage lo tim-
ber from which the bark is removed within a month after their attack
begins. Tn case of logs placed in water, they will continue their work
only in the parts winch are not completely submerged.

To timber felled in .winter or early spring the methods recommend-
ed should be applied by May 1 for 1'est results. Timber felled :luring
the summer should be worked up, or have the bark removed, or be
placed in water within one month after the sawvers begin to work in
the bark.
