Between hoards 30 shares Oahu
Hallway changed hand's at $144.50, at
which , however, tho stock is weak.
On tho bpard this morning more wa3
offered at tho samo figure.

A salo of 5 shares Hawaiian Com.
morcial was made at $41.50, which
$135 asked,

Tho sales of Oahu wero all on tho
street, thero being 20, 70 and 100
shares, for which $34 was paid'. On
the hoard this morning more appeared
at tBo same, but blaaing had dropped
hack to $33,875. Market very strong
at those figures.

A seale of 5 shares Hawaiian Com-

mercial was made at $41.50, which
was really below the market. On the
hoard tho same was offered for small
or largo blocks, but holders demand'ed
$41,875. Very little of this stock Is
offering.

A Balo of 35 Honokaa was mado at
$19,875, after which $19.75 was bid.
Theso figures are below tho market,
however, as holders aro demanding
$21.

On the board 35 and 15 Ewa sold
at $33.25, after which bidding was
at $33, with $33.50 asked'.

On the street 25 McBryde sold at
$G.125, followed by 10 on tho board
at tho same. At tno close $6 .was
bid, but holders had advanced their
figure to $C25, at which the stock
seems to bo firm. Olaa, the com-

panion stock of McBryde, sold at $5.50
10 shares changing hands. At the
closo of this morning--3 session, $5,375
was bid and $5.C25 asked.

Tanjong Olok rubber stock came in
for some attention, $42 Tjolng bid and
$45 asked for the paid-u- p stock.
