NEW YORK, Juy 5. Race riots

throughout tho country are reported
as n result of the victory of Jack John-
son, negro, over Jim Jeffries, white, at
Reno yesterday In their contest for
the heavywelgsht chnmplonshlp of tho
world. Tho rioting was general and
many deaths have occurred.

In this city, following tho announce-.men- t

of the negro's victory, riots
broka out In seven different quarters,
the police having difficulty in g

tho fighting between . the
white and black hoodlums.

Riots In Colorado.
PUEBLO, Colorado, July 5. Twen-ty-seve- n

were Injured here yesterday
n a riot between white and black

citizens over the outcome of the Reno
fight. The police rotight both mobs
and restored order, . g ' --

In Plttsb rg,
PITTSBURG, .?uly G. --Three riot

calls came in from tii'e negro section
of the city yesterday afternoon, large
parties of whltea having invaded that
quarter td make trouble. The negroes
fought back the invaders.

Rioting In uie South.
ST. LOUIS, Missouri, July 5. Race

rioting, accompanied by a number of
deaths, is reported throughout the
South yesterday. There was some
little rioting in thlc city, but no se-

rious results occurred.
At Houston, Texas, the rioting was

serious for a while, and other riots
made the afternoon lively at Fort
"Worth.

Three negroes were killed In the
fighting at Augusta, Georgia, and the
whites put two negroes to death in
Little Rock, Arkansas.

A mob of whites chased a number
of negroes through tne city in Atlanta,
Georgia, but there were no large
clashes between tho races.

At the national capital a number of
riots broke out during the afternoon.
the main fighting being along Penn
sylvania avenue. ,

At Los Angeles there were clashes
between whites and negroes, the for
mer being the aggressors.

Throughout the day thesre was
intermittent rioting in Cincinnati.

TERRIBBLE WRECK.

MIDDLETOWN, Ohio. July 5. One
of the worst train accidents of the
year occurred at this point yesterday,
when two passenger trains, each well
filled with passengers, crashed into
each other at full speed in a head-o- n

collision. Nineteen dead bodies were
taken from the wreck and the number
of injured total eighty-seven- .

HEAT BRINGS DEATH.- -

NEW YORK, July 3 Fifteen deaths
from the heat were reported In. this
city yesterday. The lieat wave con-

tinues in its intensity and reports
from as far west as Chicago and as
far east as Philadelphia tell of scores
of prostrations.
