Nothing in recent years has started
such & atorm of controversy In Eng-
lnnd as the recent death of Charles 8,
Rolls In an aviation meel at Bourne.
mouth, says the Washington Siar,
Rolls was well known in Amerlea ns a
sportaman, first us an antomobilist and
later as an aviator. He held the mile
record for the nutomobile for a long
time and was the first man to make a
roumdd trip In un seroplane over the
English channel, He was killed July
12 by the breaking of his aeroplane in
competition at Bournemouth,

He was trying for the prize In land-
Ing within a specified circle, and muade
# sensatlonal dive through the alr.
Probably he wonld have suececded
and won fresh fame ag an avintor, but
his mnchine was not equal to the
gtrain thrown on it and crumpled up
while In the alr. Mr. Rolls was well
known and greatly admired here nz a
sporteman, It was expected thnt he
would be one of the English team at
the coming international aviation meot
in this country. His death wns great-
Iy regretted and official condolences
were sent to England by the Aervo Club
of Ameriea.

Protest Against Aviation,

But In England his death ralsed a
atorm of protest agalnst aviatlon In
any form. ‘The English mind regards
human life very highly, and the mers
fact that a man is killed there in any
wiy Is taken much more seriously
than in this country. Further, des-
pite the recent parlinmentary squabble

! | over abolishing the houze of lords, the

English mind has a specles of conge-
ninl reverence for tha peerage, so that
it wag rather worse for an acropland
to kill even the second son of a lord
thandt would have been to kill an or-
dinary cltizen, and much worse than
if the decensed was a forelgmer.

When & good Englishman of stand-
ing has a publie opinion that he wants
to disgorge he writeg a communica-
tion to a London paper, preferably to
the Times, That is better thnn mak-
fng an after<dinngr speeon, because
the audlence Is larger and the Thues
has more official standing than the
Congressional Record, and certainly a
larger eireulation than the London Ga-
zette, which 18 devoted chiefly to the
hestowal of Victoria Crogses and swine
fever orders, However, the Times
did not start the aviation correspond-
ence this time, It was the Chroniele,
and there have Just appeired thereina
geries of letters under the caption “la
It Worth While?” from such ecitizens
ag Canon Rawngley, Admiral Free-
mantle, Admiral Sir Cyprian Bridge,
and Major General 8ir Alfred Turner,

The gist of the correspondence Is
that pviation is a wviclous and unna-
turnl practice and that it ought to be
prohibited by the home secreinry or
some other anthority.

One of the distinguished correspond-
ents of the Chronicle says that “aside
from use in war, the art of aviativn
has not brought a single gift to the
human race.” It consequently ought
to be probiblied. It I8 pointed out in
a number of the letters than man bev-
er has flown up to date and the world
has gotten on very well, consequently
man wae not Intended by the Creiator
to fly. It is an unholy voeation and
should bhe proliibited by law,

In Too Big a Hurry.
Admiral Bridge does not take quite
such a drastic view of the situation.
He says that the trouble is that the
human race {8 trying to do too much
all at once In the fielg of aviation, He
savs that it is simply a case of trying
to run before they can walk.

Canon Rawnsley, however, does not
take such a mild view of it, He says
that bhe fears the feverish haste.of
min to conquer the air comes from
the knowledge that it will be the bat-
tleground of the future. He says that
thig is an immoral scheme to bréak up
the restfulness of heaven and import
war into the one reglon that might
have been reserved from it He says
that submarines and flylng machines
both take war Into regions where the
war-wenpry might suppose there was (o
he peace.

He sayvs In conclusion that he has
often felt like guoting the words of
the pealmist and yeurning for the
wings of n dove go he might fly away
and be at rest. But he fears that If
the present development of seroplanes
continues the dove won'd not stand
mueh chance of resting in hearing of
the roar of a sixty-horsepower gasollne
engine, .
