MANAGEMENT OF PRISONS.

Prison management is engaging much attention in different parts
of the Union, and in fact Of the world. Virginia is troubled about
the employment of prisoners. A contract employing twelve hundred
of them in making shoes for a concern in another state is about to ex-

pire. The state laws require that all men serving five years or under
shall be available for road work. Owing to lack of money this provi-

sion has not been enforced, hence there are more men in the shops
than the directors know what to do with. Meantime there is a growing
public sentiment that the convicts should not be allowed to compete
with honest labor in inaking shoes at forty cents a day, and a demand
is being made that the men shall be put to work on the highways of
the state, for the benefit of the people in general and the farmers in
particular. Yet there is a considerable proportion of prisoners in for
life and for terms of fifteen to forty years, and these it is regarded
as unsafe to send out upon the public highways. However, it is deter
mined that if the shoe contract be renewed the day's rate will be
nearly double what it has been.

One of the topics discussed at the late international prison con
gress in Washington was the question of provision for the families of
prisoners. It was declared by one leading speaker that tlie distressed
family had a right to demand aid from the state, and he recommended
that the offender be paid according to ins skill lor work m a penal in
stitution a portion of his wages to be forwarded to his needy family
and the other portion to the state. Reference was made to a law m
Washington as being unique, which embodies the probation plan and
compulsory-wor- for those who do not support their families.

Prof. Van der Aa, incumbent of the chair of criminal, law at the
University of Croningen, in a public lecture while attending the con
cress showed that Ilolland was the pioneer in prison reform. Its move
in that direction late in the sixteenth century produced results that
cheered John Howard, the great English prison reformer, in the eight
eenth century, when he noted with joy the small number of executions
and the excellent condition of prisons in the Netherlands. At the
early period mentioned in the Netherlands capital punishment stood
at the head of the penal list and corporal punishment second. In 1580
the aldermen of Amsterdam, objecting to a sentence of death passed
upon a youth of sixteen, resolved to erect a house where all vagabonds.
malefactors, rascals and such people should be confined and put to
work for so long a tune as the justices should deem fit. In the estab
lishinir of these workhouses and their niann moment the Dutch irnve ex
pression to many of the modern reform principles now being exploited
in other countries. To quote Van der Aa :

There was classification by sex and by age; sentences were
not always definite (thus giving the earliest known example
of the practice of the indeterminate sentence) ; the organiza-
tion was relatively systematic; labor was enforced and pro-
ductive, being a marvelous contrast to other prisons; there
was" even a school of letters maintained on a small scale. The
