SUN PEDRO DISCUSSION OF PLANS

FOR STEAMSHIP LINE TO

.

SAN PEDRO. Jan. 15. C. .1. Leh-
man, manager of tho Crescent Wharr
and Warehouse company, who has
Just returned from a trip to Honolu-
lu, announced before leaving the Isl-

ands that If the commercial interests
there would furnish return cargoes
his company was ready to organize a
new steamship line between San Pe-

dro and Hawaii.
"If wo could get sugar cargoes from

tho ports of Hawaii," said Mr. Leh-
man, "wo would lose no time In put-
ting on a line of steamers. The beet
sugar refineries of California are now
ldlo about eight months a year. With
very little change, they could handle
the cano sugar from the islands.

"These refineries have certain ad
vantages over those at San Francis-
co, besides saving tho rail or trans
fer steamer haul od the sugar distrib
uted over the Southwest. San Pe
dro Is a day nearer Honolulu than San
Francisco, and the saving to planters
and jobbers would bo considerable If
part of the sugar were shipped
through San Pedro. Passenger traf-
fic would also be helped Immensely
by a new line direct to Los Angoles."

""uture Prospects Brlg.
Mr. Lehman adds, however, that

there is Httlo prospect at the present
time of getting sugar shipments
through San Pedro, although tho
prospects aro bright for the future.
At the present time the sugar busi
ness Is handled exclusively by tho
Matson lino of steamers except that
shipped to eastern refineries by way
of the Tehuantepec railroad, which is
carried by the steamers of the Amer

n lino.

Has Contract With Planters.
When tho company was organized

by William Matson ho entered into
a contract with tho planters, many of
whom aro Interested in tho steamship
line, which gives him control of ship-
ments amounting to about 140,000
tons annually. All the Hawaiian cano
sugar distributed on the Pacific coast
Is refined at Crocket, near San Fran-
cisco, where the island planters main-
tain a refinery as a whip over th3
sugar trust, which buys their product
for eastern refineries.

If tho cano sugar used In the south',
west could bo delivered to refineries
around Los Angoles it would mean
not only a great saving in freight, but
would also afford in time return car
goes for steamers that bring New
York freight from Panama. At tho
present time the steamers ot tho
Bates & Chesebrough line that Is do
ing much to break the transcontinent
al railroad and steamship combina-

tion have considerable trouble in get

ting enough eastbound cargo to bal-

ance the freight brought from New

York.
