There are today 2108 pure bred
buffalo In the United States, as com-
pared with 1917 In 1908. Of these,
1007 aro in captivity in tho United
States, 620 in captivity in Canada,
and 475 are wild. The corresponding
figures for 1908 wore 111G, 47C nnd
325. Tho decrease in tho number In
the United States is due to largo pur-
chases made by tho Canadian govern-
ment; the total number of buffalo,
however, has Increased almost 200
head.
