AUGUST.

Togo Visits America.
Flight From St. Louis to New York.

August saw the flight of Atwood
from St. Louis to New York, tho sign-

ing of tho Anglo-America- n and the
Franco-America- n arbitration treaties,
tho visit to America of Admiral Togo,
hero of the Japanese navy, and the
deaths of Senator Fryo, Edwin A. Ab-

bey, the famous painter, and John W.
Gates, capitalist. Congress passed the
statehood bill, which was signed by
the president, and the house of lords
accepted tho veto bill. On the 5th
Roosevelt testified heforo the steel In
vestigating committee in defense of
his action in 1907 approving the ac
quisltion by tho steel trust of the Ten
nesseo Coal and Iron company.

Tripoli Invaded.

October was marked by tho passing
away of prominent persons and other
events of much Importance. Enrolled
among tho dead were Rear Admiral
Schley. Justice Harlan of the supreme
court and Joseph Pulitzer, journalist.

Tripoli was bombarded by tho Ital
lans and troops were landed, battles
ensuing. Thero was bloody warfare In
China between tho revolutionaries and
the imperialists. On tho 26th tho gov
ernment began suit against tho United
States Steol corporation, naming J.
Plorpont Morgan, John Rockefeller
and others among tho Individual do
fendants.
