Julu will be able to eat [resh butter
in July instead of the vacked product
which iz mow Imported from the
Const:. The need of loen] creameries
has been long felt In the Islunds, and
only ghipping men realize that consid-
erably more tham §10,000 goes ont- of
the Territory every month to buy but-
ter which comes from the Const,

Director Clowes writeg ag the rep-
resentative of a cooperative organiza-
tlon of small farmers in and about
Hllo who ptopose to have a cleamery
in operation early In July and will at-
tempt to supuly at least a portion of
the butter used In this clty, 1If the
Territorlal agency of which Starrett Is
the head can get 40 or 50 cents a
pound for the Hile butter It will be
marketod through that depiartment
and the consumers In Honoluln will
be fortunate in this arrangement, for
