models, the kinder tiuths of the social
work among those evils, a thing too
littlo touched upon, will bo presented
with equal simplicity and directness.
Tho wholo will bo a panorama of
Honolulu's sociology Impossible to
ignore, hammering in conclusions
difficult to avoid.

Tho great feature of tho week will,
of course, be tho conferences, the first
of which takes place tomorrow night.
Intended as they aro to bring all the
supporters of philanthropy together
they will, with tho aid of tho exhibit,
sivo an entirely new viewpoint to hu
manitarian work and result in far- -

reaching changes in the systems that
now handle it.

Detailed description of the exhibits
would be impoEsitlc. Also dangerous

any idea that the Star could detail
them sufficiently to give nny enthusi-
astic citizen a complete idea of them
and prevent him from seeing for him-

self would be to believe impossibili-
ties. Like the tenement question
that has been with us so long, It has
got to bo seen itself to be believed.
