It is one thousand three
hundred times larger than the earth ; it is about four
hundred and ninety-fiv- e million eight hundred thou
sand miles distant trom the sun, and is accompanied
by four moons, which help to its light. It is twelve
years in revolving round the sun, and turns about on
its axis once in ten hours, which jnves it a velocity
at its equator of four thousand six hundred and fifty--
eijrnt mues in a mmuie, or a speeu 01 two mousanu
times greater than that of a cannon ball. Its axis
being perpendicular to the plane 01 its orbit, the sun
is almost always in the plane ot its equator.

Large Time Piece. A recently published descrip-
tion of the English Parliament clock includes the fol-

lowing items : Its dials are twenty-tw- o feet in diame-
ter, and are the largest in the world with a minute
hand. Every half minute the point of the minute
hand moves nearly seven inches. The clock will go
eight and a half days, and strike only for seven a half,
so as to indicate by its silence any neglect in winding
it up. The mere winding of each of the striking parts
will take two hours. The pendulum is fifteen feet
lono-- : the wheels arc of cast iron ; the hour bell is
eight feet high and nine feet in diameter, weighing
from fourteen to fifteen tons, The weight of the ham- -
mer is four cwt.
