Nlaw, although it was considered by many to lu-|
unjust on the part of the government to compela
poor man to forfeit even half his bond for no of-
fonge of his own. [ad the bondsman been a

i rich man, howeéver, no notice would have bheen
taken of his part in the play, and he would prob-
ably not have had to pay the first dollar. + Cir-
cumstances alter cases.”’

We will let this pass, however, and come to the
subsequent transactions. The premises and dwell-
ing of Mr. Peatt were attached by the Sheriff,
and after due notice, sold. Although occupied

Speaking of agricuitural matters, let me congratu-
late your farmers and agriculturists upon one advan-
tage which they possess over some of our California
producers, in their immunity from gophers. The
| gopher is & little animal about the size of a large rat
—and very similar to the rat in general appearance
—which infests some parts of the State, and is partic-
ularly abundant in the beantiful valley of San Jose—
Fone of the most fertile sections of the country. Within
the last two or three years the number of gophers has
multiplied astonishingly in this valley, and as a con-
sequence the grain and root erops have suffered seri-
ous injury from their depredations. The earth is
honeycombed with their holes, which connect with
ench other and form a grand system of subterranean |
communication, utterly impregunable to assanlt by
any other means than water. The only way of de-
stroying them is to flood the land—and this, of course, |
affords but a temporary relief, as the dezerted under-
ground eity is soon filled again with a new and
equally mischievous population. If the gophers con-
tinue during goming years to multiply as they have
| in the past, they will eventunlly take entire posses-
sion of the valley and drive the farmers away. |
