l‘trench was the court language, he chose the humble
dialect of the people, in which to write those Canter- |
bury tales, never equaled before or since, for their |
humor and pathos, their simplicity and picturesque

beanty. |

He was the friend and admirer of Wickliffe, the
first eminent English prose wrifer. And perhaps no |
class of men did greater service, in preserving the |
language from foreign corruption, than the Reformers |
frome Wickliffe to Latimer. Sprung as they were |
from the people, and writing for the masses, they
kept their works remarkably free from foreign influ- |
ence, and did much to preserve the racy idiomsof the
Saxon. But certainly no single book has exerted
such an influence on our language as the authorized
English version of the Bible. That translation igelf
15 a proof of the power and beauty of Saxon English.
We have reason to be thankfal that it was made not
by pedants, but by mea who understood the genius
of their mother tongue. We cannot refrain from
quoting in regard to it, the eloquent words of Curdi-
nal Wiseman. ** Whe will 'not say that the oneom-
mon beauty and marvellous English of the Protestant
Bible is not one of the great strongholds of heresy in
this gpuntry. [t lives on the ear like a music that
can never be forgotten, like the sound of churel
bells, which the convert hardly knows how he can
forego. lis felicities almost seem to be things rather '
than mere words. The mewory of the dead passes
ingo it. The potent traditions of childhood are stere- |
ot 1in its verses. The power of all the griefs and |
trials of o man are hidden beneath its words, It is |
the representative of his best moments, and all there
has been about him of soft and geatle and pare and |
penitent and good, speaks to hiw furever out of his
Saxon Bitde.”” Sach touching words in
which this eminent scholar and prelate expresses his
deep sense of what he has lost in abandoning the
Proutestant version. [t is not the least of the second-
ary and incidental benefits of that version to the
Anglo-Saxon rice, that it has been, as it were, asheet
anchor to the English language, holding it fast to its
moorings, amid the winds and currents of innovation,
of fashion and pedantry,

And surely such influences as those of which we
have spoken were needed in the sixteenth and seven-
teenth centuries, for ** the enemy came in like a |
flood.”* With the revival of learning, a new element
was introdaced into the Euglish language, consisting
of words imported directly from the Latin, and not
through the mediam of the French, Sach writersas
Jeremy Taylor, Sir Thomas Browne, Cudworth and
Barrow, who were recluse men, living far from the |
world, and writing not for the people, but for the
small eclass of learned men, introduced Latin words,
not singly, but by thousands.

It was at this timme that the English was enriched
with such words as iancommensurablily, tacompre-
hensibility, unintelliguniity, and handreds of others
s« of learned length and thundering sound.™ Sarely
if divines and pedants e« uld rmin a language, it
would have been done then, The reactive powers of
the language, however, displayed themselves in
throwing off these imporiations, so that hundreds, if
ot thousands, of them were '['_": weted.

Nor have these Latin words ever become #o thor-
ouzhly naturalized in the language as those which
eamne in with the Conquest.
