King, whether born here or elsewhere, or of
whatever complesion or race, the right of ** ae-
qairing, possssing and protecting’ sach prop-
erty? This is the whole question in a nutshell,
which the welfare—aye, the sery existence—of
the decimating remnant of this peopie depends.
It is not strange that Ministers, ambitious
of power, without sympathies for the Ha-
walian race, apparently ignorant of their past
history, and anxious only to attempt to make a
mark in some new poliey, should aim to sweep
away one of the strongest preservative measures
that tend to prolong the existence of this people;
but that the Nobles, among whom are several ol
the older chiefe—men who remember with shud-
dering the times of Liholiho and of Boki, when
Rum was king in llonolulu, with no one but
a helpless few to dispute its sway—that they
should yield to the evil counsels hrought before
them, i1s a matter of wonder. How is it that these
noble chiefs have to a man closed their eyes to
past events, and come over to theside of universal
liquor traffie at this late day ? The ministers of
to-day, it scems, are wiser than those of 1840 and
46, when the principle was deglared in the laws
and in negotiations with forcign powers, that the
Hawaiian government wished as much as possible
to keep spirits out of the country, as a measure of
self-protection.

On this ground the duty of &5 per gallon on
spirits was allowed to the demand of the French
government, which the year 1859 will see un-
wisely reduced.  But the special pleading of the
Ministers has won over to the side of ** Constitu-
tional liberty™ the heretofore stardy opponents
of the liquor traffic among the Nobles, and, shut-
ting their eyes to the ruinous consequences which
would inevitably ensue, they now deliberately
vote Hawaiians the precious privileges of buying
and selling ardent spirits—of *‘ acquiring, and
pessessing,’”  poverty, disense and death in
their most frightful forms. -For who but will
agree with us that the unthinking majority of the
people would plunge at onee into debauchery,
were the tabu removed from liquor?

Ttis fullaciously urged, however, hy the ministry
that the contrary would be the case ; that abso-
lute freedom would resalt in indifference, while a
prohibitory law is always sought to be evaded.
Are the Ministers so ignorant of past history and
experience as to assert this?  Ask those who re-
member the ddys of Boki, when debauchery and
rum ruled these islands. Ask those who are ae-
quainted with the free-liquor system wherever in-
trodueed to semi-civilized races, whether through-
out Polynesia or the continent of America, Are
they ignorant of the experienee of the French
government at Tahiti? All history and experi-
ence repudiates the idea now boldly promulgated
by our Ministry. Their reasoning, however plao-
sible when applied to an intelligent and educated
people, will be pronounced fallacious by any one
intimate with the characteristics of the Hawai-
isns. They are now, most emphatically, a law-
abiding people, and it is only_when brought in
contact with forecigners, as at htmoluln and the
other seaports, that their appetites get the bet-
ter of their caution, and they learn to regard
with contempt-a law which, it is to be regretted,
can be evaded with so much facility. But let
perfect freedom in liquor drinking he legalized,
and the dram-shops would becrowded, old hoards
would b drawn out, houses, lands and erops
would be swallowed up, and the entire nation, in
a few short years, be sacrificed at the shrine of
aleohol, erected under the patronageof our Crown
Ministers.
