A Ciscinnati Heiress to Sir Fbascis Drake.

tune.
The Mabctto Pike's Peak. The Missouri Demo-

Large
numbers from Kentucky and other southern slave
States are pouring into Missouri, taking very few
slaves with tbem. liut the great current ot emi-
gration sets toward the gold region of western Kan-
sas.

The news from the mines continues good, but some
persons who have arrived with tbe Salt Lake mail
predict starvation and death for a large portion of
tbe adventurers.

Etsopeaji Wajl Respecting the European War
now imminent the London correpont of the Philadel-
phia J'orlh American says :

Should war, unhappili, be commenced, it will be
such a war as Europe has not seen for long years.
Probably no nation was ever better prepared with
deadly and destructive weapons of war than France
at the present time. Every modern improvement
has been introduced into her gunnery, and her arse-
nals were never in such a complete condition. They
are casting cannon in enormous quantities, having
reduced the various calibres to two. viz : 12 aud 4
pounders, rifle bore projectiles hollow, producing a
double efffct, that of solid shot and shell ; they are of
a conical shape; they have brazen airlettes, which
give to the balls a precision never before attained.

They have constructed near Marseilles a large
number if newly improved small ai med steamers,

. yery flat, carrying one gun eacb, on a swivel, and the
gun and gunners are protected by an iron shed, so
that the enemies balls must glide off on either side,
without doing any harm. Horses have been pur-
chased in such great numbers that vast temporary
stalls have been erected in several districts of France.
Thirty thousand pairs of shoes and thirty thousand
overcoats have just been ordered in France; for the
Sardinian army. With the vast armies of France
and Aurtria, the terrible war materiel which will be
employed, and the certainty that, the dogs of war
once let loose, all Europe will be involved, no wonder
the people shudder and stand aghast at the very
prospect.

Louis Kossrra. This zealous advocate of Hunga-
rian independence is said to be now in Sardinia, pre-
paring to make a diversion against Austria, should
the threatened war between France and Austria
break out. The Eco tT Ilalia.wn Italian newspaper,
of a recent date, states that it has good authority for
the assertion that Kossuth passed from England.
througij France, with tbe consent and connivance of
the i rcneh government, traveling incognito, and that
he baa arrived in Genoa. For the last ten years this
remarkable man has been devoting his mind to tbe
study of military art, a subject which engrossed
much of his attention while he was visiting tbe
United States. He is doubtless qualified as a military
leader by this time. It is supposed that in tbe event
of war, he will place himself as the head of the Hun
garian soldiers now in Lombard, and lead them
against Austria, tbe oppressor of his country. There
cannot be much doubt as to tbe readiness of tbe Hun
garian patriots to join in a movement of this kind,
and they would certainly prove a most serious thorn
in the side of Austria. That power could not put
down the former Hungarian rebellion, without the
aid of Russia; and the Emperor would find the task
still more difficult, with Italy and France against
him. -

Wetd Wagos. Att inventor of Westport.'in this
State, has constructed a "Ship of the Plains,'' or
prune ship, or as he calls it, Wind Wagon, with
wbicb he proposes to navigate tbe prairie plains,
witn as mncn ease and, certainty as u tbe expanse
were so much water. It is described as a queer look
ing anair, abaped like aa omnibus, mounted on
mammoth wheels twenty-fo- ur feet in diameter, and
capable of carrying twenty passengers. .It u fur
nished with msts and sails, and is schooner riffzed.
The inventor of this novel contrivance, who rejoices
in the singular name of Thompson "Thompson with
a p" has every confidence in its complete success,
being able, be contends, to make with it an average
of over a hundred miles per day. Much curiosity is
felt about Westport as to the success of the enterprise,
and the experimental trip, which is to take place in
a turn sys, will be witnessed by many hundred.

The Great Billiard . Match at Detroit. As
the game of billiards has become a fashionable and
highly respectable amusement, numbering in this
city alone many thousand votaries, who are more or
less proficient in, and as it is perhaps the most grace-
ful and healthful of all popular sports, combining a
gentle and varied exercise of tbe muscles with scien-

tific and mental interest, we think it worth while to
report at length the particulars of the great match
played last night at Detroit.

The rival players were Michael Phelan, of this city,
and Jchn Seereiter, of Detroit. Phelan has long been
the most skillful player iu the country, and in all
the matches that he has played hits come off con-

quer r. He is now engaged in the manufacture of
billiard tables in company with O'Conner & Collen-de-r,

under patents for improvements of his invention,
and has almost retired from tbe field as a professional
player. His great excellence in the game does not
consist so much in the brilliancy of his shots, although
he has made some of the most astonishing on record,
as in the perfect coolness with which he plays, and
in his ability to leave the balls, as it is termed t. e.,
to leave them after one count in such a position as to
secure another count for himself, or, when he cannot
count, to leave them in an awkward state for his
adversary. Tf" finesse isof courJO. half the game;
but the imperthrable confidence with which he con-

tinues his play, under all circumstances, adverse or
f ropitious, is what gives him his superiority. Most
players are thrown off their balance when continually
unsuccessful, but Phelan plays always with equal
precision and firmness. ,

John Seereiter is a German, and though a young
man, is already the most famous player in the West.
He played a match lately with a celebrated player,
in Detroit, and won. His runs or counts are often
remarkable higher, we believe, than any Phelan
ever made. But it is doubtful whether he has the
steadiness of nerve which characterizes the other.

The present match was made some weeks since,
and is played, we regret to say, for a pnrse of ten
thousand dollars. At the same time, outside bets,
among the classes of people who allow themselves to
engage in gambling, we have little doubt, to five
times that amount, have been wagered. A special
hall was prepared in Detroit for the exhibition, and
several hundred tickets issued, at five dollars eacb,
for tbe admission of spectators. In the center of the
room, the table of O'Conner & Collender's make, with
Phelan's combination cushions, was placed. The
space allotted to the table and players was twenty-si-x

feet by thirty-tw- o, which gave the players a space of
ten feet in the clear, at each end and side. From tbe
edge of this space surrounded by a railway a plat-
form was raised to the height of about four and a
half feet, and extending to the walls

On tbe inclined plane were about seven hundred
arm chairs for the spectators, which were held in
their places by parallel pieces of wood fastened to it,
seperated from each other about twenty-tw- o inches.
The chairs were so arranged that each- - of their oc-

cupants was able to note the progress of the game
without difficulty.

As previously anuounced, Phelan won by 90 points.
During the playing, there were three large runs

' made as follows : Phelan, 159, and 12'J ; Seereiter,
153. N. F. Pott.

A RiT Item. That " one-ba- lf the world doesn't
know how the other half lives" is an old saying,
of whose truth we were never more convinced than
on yesterday. While exploring among the improve-
ments of West Philadelphia, we encountered an odd-looki- ng

genius with a cage upon his back, containing
a dozen or two of plethoric and fullgrown rats. They
were the fruits of a night's labor nt tbe stables of tbe
West Philadelphia Railroad Company."" The rat-
catcher informed ua that be is the proprietor of a pit
in which regular exhibitions of rat-fighti- ng are given
three times a week. The average consumption of
rats in this pit is about 150 per week. The catcher
knows all the spots in the city where rats are most
abundant, and there are his traps regularly set on
every night in the year. His best results are obtained
at the breweries, the livery stables, and around the
old and dilapidate! quarters of the city.

He boards every foreign ship immediately upon
her arrival, and during the first night generally
captures every rat that finds a harbor among its
timbers. Sometimes as many as a hundred are
caught on a single night from one vessel. The visit
of the rat-catch- er on board a newly arrived ship is
generally met with a hearty welcome; the sailors if
they remain on board entering into the sport with
all the gusto of so many school boys on a chipmonk
hum !

The mode of catching the rats is by means of a
patent trap of a large size and most ingenious con-
struction. It was invented by a convict in the
Ohio penitentiary. It is au oblong box, open at both
ends, and baited with roasted cheese, sprinkled with
oil of carraway. Mr. Rat smells tbe delicious bait
and walks in.. As he does so he treads upon a slid-
ing trap; this lets him down into a grated apartment,
and then resumes its former position to accommodate
the. next customer. A trap of this kind is mnde at
each end of the box. One rat naving entered, the
box is soon filled, and when the exulting rat-catch- er

visits his trap, he is almost certain of having a
satisfactory spoil.

When tbe stock on hand becomes ttrge. our rat
catcher deposits the surplus in a suitable receptable,
ready for use when wanted. . Sometimes he has on
hand a thousand at a time. They are fed, meanwhile,
npon dead pigs or whatever offal of the sort may be
procurable, and the speed with which they will con-
vert such a carcase into a polished skeleton, should '
be seen to be fully understood.

Frequently, an order is received from New York
for a supply of "good, lively rats," regardless of
price, and in such case the rat catcher often finds it
more profitable to forego the engagements of his own
pit, and forward his game elsewhere . Our informant
assures us that bs received 950 a week or two ago
for an eqdal number or rats, and that the purchaser
never expended money with less reluctance than in
perfecting the bargain. What renders the matter the
more noteworthy is-th- the entire fifty rats referred,
to were taken on aingly night, in a culvert in the
vicinity of Walnut Weet wharf Philadelphia Ga-
