What is the real
value of the five-franc silcer piece as compared
with American gold or Awerican haives or quar-
ters, which latter coins it is thought possible to
introduee here in place of it.  We say American
gold or halves and quarters, beeause American
silver dollars are not in circulation, either in
America or here. The American dollar is not a
currend coin, that is, it is not available for cur-
rency, and is simply [-rizml as= n luut‘.‘kl't piece, the
same as old Revolationary coins, and it is coined
and sold only as merchandise. It is foolish to
talk of introducing this coin into cutrency into
these islands. It ecan’t be introduced here or in
the United States. It is simply an article of
merchandise, the same as gold or silver bars are
— worth, ®mpared with currency, £1 08 to
€1 10. In speaking of a dollar, therefore, we
can only take the actual current eoin in circula-
tion—say two balf dollars.

Now, what is the value of the five-frane piece
compared with these current American coins?
The mint value is the fair standard. The mint
in San Francisco purchases five-francs at 97 3-10
cents each ; that is to say, a person depositing
1000 silver five-franc picces, will receive in return
in half dollars, 8973 less the chargeof 1-2 ol one
per cent. for coinage, or S§908. A five-franc
piece is therefore worth in San Francisco 97 3-10
cents, compared with the only coins with which it
can be substituted.

Now., what is the value of the silver five-franc
piece in Honolulu? We maintain that it isequsl
to American gold for all trade purposes, or the
difference is o small as to be imperceptible and
of no consequence.

The action
of the Chamber of Commerce in depreciating
certain useless gold and silver coins, to the rates
fixed in San Francisco, we approve of. So also
the further reductions made by the Minister of
Finance, though exceptions may perhaps be just-
ly taken to the manner in which it was made by
him. This immediate action of the Chamber in
depreciating these coins, no doubt was the only
!thing that kept them from being shipped to us
from abroad, and their withdrawal by shipment
and otherwise has caused no serious inconveni-
ence to the business community.

In regard to the silver five-france peices, we
think that no valid objections can be made to it.
There is a very small difference between the real
mint value of two half dollars and a silver five-
france piece, but it is so trifling that it can-
not be made a reasonable ground for depreciating
it. On the other hand, it is the only dollar coin
that can circulate here at the islands. Any at-
| tempt to depreciate it, will prove unsuccessful
here, as it has proved in San Francisco, where it
now passes in trade as one dollar, or equal to two
halves. We therefore say, let five-francs pieces
along—any attempt to depreciite them will only
create UNNecessary annoyance, and result in no
immediate or prospective good.

As to dimes and half dimes, if it were possible

shipped by F. W. Schwager and Son, and destined
from Coronel to Iquique, whence she sailed on the
156th of Sept , 1857, did commit “Barratry by devia-

tine from his destination, going instead of the Port of |

Igquigue, first to Ariea, thence to Callao, where he
sold about 100 tons of coal; thence to Honolulu, where
he sold the remainder of it; chapging there the name
of the Alejandro Garrigos into that of F. W. Bchwa-
ger aud the Ch li flag into that of the Hawaiian, and
thence proceded to Puget’s Sound, where he boughta
cargo of timber and spars, and lastly from thence to
Syduey (touching at Tahiti) where he sold both ship
and cargo. The Algjandro Garrigos was sold to
him, on trust, by Mr. L. Osthaus and the eargo of
coals, was intrusted to him by F. W. Schwager & Son
for delivery in Iquique. He hasdrun away with both
without remitting a cent to either of us, nor have F.
W. Schwager & Son been able to recover from the
Chilian Insurance Company, the value of the cargo
insured in it by them, and in their name, for $2500
as per Policies they hold, guaranteeing the risk of
Barratry.”
