(CP The following sailing directions, furnished to us by Capt.
Edward of the Hibernia 2d, will prove of service to whale-shi- p

masters and others :

This I the principal seaport of the island, and perhaps the
only one possessing the privilege of a pot t of entry. It inner
or " Junk harbor," ha a depth of water of from two to three
fathom, and though small, is sufficiently large to accommodate

with ease the fifteen or twenty moderate sized junk which are
usually found moored in It. These are mostly Japanese. Uh a
few Chinese and some small coasting craft, which seem to carry

on a sluggish trade with the neighboring islands.
The outer harbor is protected to the eastward and southard

by the mainland, which, in other directions, is urrounded by
merely a chain of coral reef, which answer as a tolerable break-

water aguinst a swell from the northward or westward, but af-

fords, of course, no shelter from the wind. The holding ground

I o good, however, that a well-fou- ship could ride out here
almost any gale In safety.

The clearest approach to Kapha from the westward is by
passing to the northward of the Amakarima Islands, and sight-

ing Agentic Island, from whence steer a south-ea- st coarse for
the harbor, passing on either side of Reef Island, being careful
however not to approach them too near on the western and
southern sides, as the reefs below water in these directions are
aaid to be more extensive than is shown by the charts. After
clearing Reef Island, bring Wood Bill to bear S. S. when
stand down for it, until getting upon the line of bearing for
South ChanneL This will carry you well clear of Blossom Beef,
yet not so far off but Uiat the whi:e tomb and clump of tree or
bushes to the soutlrward of Tumitie Head can be easily distin-
guished. An E. N. E. i 8. or E. N. K, course will now take
you in clear of all dangers, and give a good anchorage on or
near the seven fathoms bank, about one-ha- lf mile to the north-

ward and westward of False Capstan Bead. This channel
being perfectly straight, is more desirable for a stranger enter-

ing the harbor than Oar Channel, which, though wider, ha the
disadvantage of ita being necessary for a vessel to alter her
course some four or five points juxt when sbe is in the middle of
the reefs, which are nearly all below the surface of the waUr.

To enter by Oar Channel, bring the center of the island in
Junk Harbor (known by the deep verdure of it vegetation) to
fill the gap between the fort at the entrance of Juuk Harbor,
and steer a 8. E. i K. course, until Capstan Bead bears E.,
when haul up to E. N E. and anchor a before directed.

The North Channel is very much contracted by a range of de-

tached rock making out from the reef on the west side, and
should not, under ordinary circumstances, be attempted by a
stranger, as at high water the reefs are almost entirely covered,
and it is difficult to jndge of your position, unless familiar with
the various localities and landmarks. To enter by this (north)
channel, bring a remarkable notch in the southern range of hills
in line with a small hillock just to the eastward of False Capstan
Bead, and stand in on the range until Tumui Bead bears E. t
H., when open a little to the southward so as to give the reef to
the eastward a berth, and select your anchorage. There is a
black spar buoy anchored on Blnssoro Reef, half way between
its eastern and western extremities a red spar buoy on the
point of reef to the west, north-westwa- rd of Abbey Point, and
white spar buoy on the south-ea- st extremity of Oar Reef.

to pilot her in, or point out to her commander the position of
the dangers to be avoided. Should there however be no vessel
In port, then boats are to be sent ahead, and anchored upon the
extremities of the reefs between which the vessel intends to
pass.

The news from the North received during the

past week has been full of interest, and we give

up a large portion of our paper to it. "We have

full and late reports from the Ochotek fleet, and

though ita general tenor is not so favorable as

could be wished, yet a fair average is given. It
appears that about 90 vessels have cruiaed in

the Kodiack and Arctic, and about 120 in the
Ochotsk. The following will show the number

the general average of the fleet, as the vessels

which stay at the north late, generally improve

the reports at least 20 per cent.
The news from the various grounds is in-

teresting, and we have endeavored to give as full

shipping memoranda in our various issues as our
space will admit. From Capt. Wood, of the

Superior, we learn some facts in relation to the

loss of the bark Ocean Wave, Capt. Baker. It
appears that during the N. E. gale of Oct. 8th,
1858, the Plutnix (report of the loss of which has

before been published,) and the Ocean TVare, both

anchored under the west or lee side of Elbow

Island, and the wind suddenly veering to the

north, i is supposed that the latter vessel slipped

her cables, and got under way, as the noise of her
cables was distinctly heard on board the Pfurnix.

In beating but from the close position she was in

when the wind veered, she struck on Pinnacle rock,

north of Elbow Island, where her hull now lies.

A portion of her top lies on FelixstofT Island, and
a oart on Shantar Island. On the ice near Shan

tar Island was found a sled, which it is believed

had been used bv the crew of tho Ocean . U ace in
endeavoring to effect their escape, but what be-

came of them, or whether they are all lost, re-

mains still a problem, though the latter supposi-

tion is more likely correct, as the natives on the
shores about had seen nothing of them. The

captain and a part of the crew of the Pheentx,
which went ashore on Elbow Island in tho same

gale, struck inland for the Russian settlements,

and as we stated before had been beara Irom.
Some ten or more of tho crew remained on the
island and built a house out of the wreck of the
vessel, where they were found by whalers in the
spring of tho present year, and are aboard of va

rious ships.
This mail will carrv forward the news of the

death of three whaleship masters, while in the
Ochotsk. Car .. Talmer, of the Kingfisher, was

taken out of his boat, while fast to a whale by

becoming tangled in the line, and was thus car-

ried under the water and drowned. This occur-

red, May 20th, off Jonas Island. He leaves a
widow and two children, all at present at Hilo.
A personal acquaintance of several years with
Capt. P. warrantsTus in saying that there was
not in the whaling fleet, a shipmaster who stood
higher", or whose loss will be more deeply de-

plored. He was noted as a man of strict moral

integrity, and for the exercise of sound judgment.
In several instances, we have known his brethren
resort to bini in trouble for that counsel and ad-

vice, which he was ready to give, but always gave
witli a discretion which commanded for him the

respect of all. To his estimable wife, his death
will be a severe flow.

Capt. Waterman, of the . D. Thompson, also

died in the Ochotsk, from fever, but we have no

particulars of his death.
Concerning the death of Capt. Tallman, of the

Hfidas, we have received a full account from

Capt. A. Tuttle, his first officer, and as it will bo

read with interest by all the friends of tho de-

ceased, we give it below in full :

Mr. Editor : The following account of the last ill-

ness and death of Capt. J. It. Tallman, late master of
the whale bark .Midas, of New Bedford, may not be

uniuteresting to this family and his numerous friends.

The Midas left Hakodadi, Japan, for the Ochotsk

Sea, April 9. A few days after, Capt. T. was

taken ill with a very severe cold, and continued to

suffer more or less for several weeks, sometimes being

confined to bis berth. Having concluded to go ashore

at Ayan, and remain while the vessel went out whal-

ing in my charge, we bore away for that port
June 1st, but on approachinf it Capt. T. thought
himself improving so much that he made up his

mind to remain on board, and we went cruising in
S. W. Bay and thence to Shantar Bay.

July 1st, he was taken ill again very severely,
complaining of pain in his breast and lungs andv of
difficulty in breathing, and his legs swelled up very
much. I then told him that something must be done
for him more than we could do on board. On the
12th of August, while cutting in a large whale, the
windlass gave way, and to repair it we put away to
Morrison's harbor, where we found a French whale-shi- p,

with a doctor on board, to whom we applied for
advice. He advised Capt. T. to go immediatelyto
Ayan, and remain on shore till the close of the sea-

son under the care of one Dr. Snyder, resident there,
having charge of the Russian American Company's
Hospital. We bore away for Ayan, and on tho 17th
of August, landed Capt. Tallman and placed him un-

der the care of Dr. Snyder and his estimable lady.
One of the crew was also left to take charge of him.
The weather not permitting, I did not attempt to go

to sea till the 20th. On the morning of that day
Capt. T. said he was improving so rapidly that he
thought that "in a few days he should be standing
on the top of tjiose hills," pointing to some in view
from his window. About 4 P. M., a fair wind setting
in, I was getting under way, when a boat came off

with a note from the Dr., requesting me to come
ashore, as he thought Capt T. was dying. I immedi-

ately went, but before I reached the house, Captain
Tallman was dead. He died very suddenly, while
sitting on a sofa, and apparently fell asleep. After
making the usual preparations, we buried him at 5&

P. M. on the 22d of August, a clergyman of the Rus-

sian war steamer then in port, assisting at the fune-

ral. There were in the harbor three Russian vessels,
all of which showed their respect to the deceased by
lowering their colors to half-mas- t, and when the
corpse was deposited in its last resting place, each
vessel fired a salute of three guns apiece.

Capt. Tallman leaves in New Bedford, a wife and
two children (a daughter and son.) He commanded
great respect, not only in his native city of New Bed-

ford, but wherever he was known. By his officers
and crew he was beloved, and he was a model ship-

master. He belonged to the Masonic Order, and wai
a Member of "De Molay Encampment," of Boston.

For the benefit of those who may wish to know it,
I will add that his grave is situated about half a mile
from the town of Ayan, nearly north, and is sur-
rounded with a white picket fence, with a head board
on which is inscribed as follows :

Capt. J. R. Tallxas,
TVho'died at Jlyan, August 20, 1859, aged 47 year.

A cedar fir tree stands within the enclosure. The
coffin was deposited in a strong box of three inch
plank, so that, should it be desirable to remove the
remains, it can be done.

NOTES OF THE WEEK.
Ship Lexixcton. Among the passengers by the

schooner Secrito from Guam, is Capt. Fisher, late

master of the whale ship Lexington of Nantucket,
which was .wrecked on Strong's Island April 1st
The ship bad been into the harbor on the windward

side of the island, and having procured her recruits,
was leaving the port with a fair land breeze. On

reaching the open sea the wind viddenly shifted and
took the sails aback. There not being sufficient room

to wear ship, the anchors were immediately let go,

but before they brought up, the ship struck, and in
twenty minutes her keel came up. It being on the
windward side of the island and in a rugged place,

the ship broke to pieces within thirty hours. Of
about 800 barrels of oil washed ashore, only one

hundred were saved from the pillaging of the natives.

About one hundred barrels and some other effects

were left in charge of Mr. Snow, the Missionary at the
island, to be Bold or shipped by some whaler for the
benefit of the owners?" Capt. Fisher acknowledges

himself under great obligations to Mr. S., and says

that, had it not been for him, it is doubtful whether
the lives of the officers and crew could have been
saved, as the vessel lay about a quarter of a mile

from the shore, where no boats or canoes could land.

It was only by Mr. Snow's inducing a converted

islander to swim to the vessel, that communication

could be had with the shore. A hawser was thus
slung between the ship and the shore, and all the
men were swung ashore on it. The Lexington was
owned by E. W. Perry of Nantucket, was thirty
months out, and had on board 550 bbls. sperm and
220 bbls. whale. It is probable that she was insured.
Besides Capt Fisher, his third officer and ten of his
seamen returned in the scbooner from Guam, where
they had been waiting five months for an opportunity
to get away.

Supreme Court. On Thursday Mr. J. C. Horton,
mate of the bark Frances Palmer, appeared before
Judges Allen and Robertson to answer to the charge
of manslaughter, committed by kicking the steward,
Piole, in the head, thereby causing death. In reply
to the indictment, which was read by Chief J ustice
Allen, the prisoner pleaded not guilty. Mr. Blair,
who appeared as counsel for the defense, waived the
trial until the next January term, and requested the
court to fix the amouut of bail at a lesser and more
reasonable sum, dwelling upon the position of the
prisoner as that of a stranger in a foreign land, with-

out relations, and with no friends but those he had
made through the merits of his character. He also
quoted several precedents similar to that before the
court, endeavoring to prove the entire absence of any
intention on the part of his client to inflict serious
injury, as not using a deadly weapon, &e. Mr.
Harris ako made some remarks to the same point
The court after some reflection, said, that taking
into consideration the above circumstances, and being
anxious to fix the amount of bail at as Email a figure
as was consistent with the administration of justice,
it had determined upon the sum of $3000 as the
proper security for the prisoner's appearance at the
ensuing term. Captains J as. Smith and D. C.
Waterman immediately gave their recognizanco for
the above sum and Mr. Horton was discharged.

" Some things can bk dose,". &c. Honolulu is
not fortunate enough to boast of a marine railway
or a dry dock, but it can boast of as enterprising ship
carpenters as any other port in the Pacific Ocean.
In 1855, Mr. Dougherty, to whom the honor is due
for introducing the box or sectional dock, somewhat
surprised the natives by putting the same under the .

steamer " Sea Bird," and afterwards under a
Danish bark. In 1857, Messrs. Burns and Emmes,
used their box under the bark " Alice,'' and, per.
formed a very difficult job successfully, and a few
days since they put the same under the French ship
" Jason," where they had also a bad job to under-
take, which, however, they accomplished with their
usual dispatch. This shows that Honolulu can
keep up with the times, notwithstanding its isolated
position.

Public sentiment 9
has condemned it in the most unqualified manner.
But few journals, even among the meanest partisan
sheets, have been found bold enough, base enough, to
advocate the bloody and barbarous code. Since the
fatal Terry-Broderi- ck duel, no less than three other
duels have been fought by quarreling politicians,
proving fatal to one of the parties in each case.
This cannot longer be. Public opinion may not be
always thus openly disregarded. Too many victims
have already been sacrificed at the shrine of this
heathen Moloch. The voice of an indignant people
comes op from all parts of the state, demanding that
the law be executed upon the duelist.

Judge Terry was arrested in Stockton, a few days
after Mr. Broderick's death, but so strong waa the
feeling of indignation aguinst him here, that it was
thought best by his friends and the officers who had
him in custody, not to bring him to this city until
the excitement had died away somewhat. Accord-
ingly, he was not brought here until the 24th
instant, ne was immediately taken before Judge
Blake, of the Court of Sessions, and admitted to bail
in the sum of $10,000. Of course, if the prospect of
escaping punishment looks doubtful, he will not hesi-

tate about making his escape for any such paltry
sum as $10,000.

The state of society in California is still in a very
anomalous condition, and good citizens are seriously
asking the question, "What is to be done?" To-

day, we rejoice over our progress and the bright
promises of the future, and we are called
to mourn over the ruins of the fair fabrio we
loved. We spread the tables with good things, but
when we would sit down to the banquet, behold, the
political harpies emerge from their dark haunts, and
defile the viands with their corrupting claws !
