when the Druses attackxl the town the second
time (I should mention that it had eurrendered,
and all the inhabitants Iiad given up their arms
some twenty-fou- r hours previously to the Druses,
and had been promise! protection by their shirks.)
her husband was hacked t pieces before her eyes
br the large knives of the Druses, who then de-

clared that they must kill all the male children
in the house. Tne mother tried to hide her two
sons, one fifteen, and the other nine years old.
Tlie Druses, however, found them out and as she
begged and prayed for their lives, and endeavor-
ed to cover them in a corner with her person, the
Druses hacked at the lads over her shoulder, and
gashed theui until they loth dropped down appa-
rently lifeless. The Druses then made off, and
the woman, thinking her two boys dead, remained
in a sort of stupor for two hours, so far as she
could calculate. At last she was roused by hear-
ing the eldest lad call her in a faint voice, trying
to assure her that he was not yet dead. On this
he'telt the heart of the youngest boy and found

his heart beating. Ile got some water, and af-
ter giving it to both her children eo far as she
Could get them to drink it started into town to
see whether she could procure assistance to get
tier ana her boys wu.y. Mie gut us far the se-
raglio, cr government house, but she found some
five hundred Christians, who had taken refuge,
were being cut to pieces by the Druses, who had
been invited to enter the precincts of the build-
ing by the Turkish soldiers of the garrison, these
latter heltiing the butchery, and being so far worse
than the Drus- - that they alnised in the most in-

famous manner all the women. Seeing no help
could be obtained here, the poor woman turned
to fly , wheu she came across an old Druse who had
formerly been a farm servant of her husland.
After a great deal of entreaty on her part, the
tuau consented to protect her and her children
down to the sea coast, which was about four
hours' journey, on condition of an order on her
