Tiie Committees appointed in the House, will
be found in the record of proceedings for Friday.

For
instance that of Finance, is placed in charge of a
government officer ; the two foreign memliers on
it are also strong supporters of the Ministry,
while the gentleman who has, for the last two or
three sessions, been the Chairman of the Budget
Committee, is excluded from it entirely.

This can only be done by having
the draft of the proposed law printed and fur
nished to each inemfier. This mode is followed
in other countries and should be here. We have
had in former years too nrich haxty legislation
laws are framed hastily, and as carelessly enacted,
without perhaps one-ha- lf of the members know-
ing what they are voting for. This can be reme-

This shows the cost of the post-offic- e to the
public treasury for tbe first five years, while
under the charge of the publisher of this paper,
as having been $4,031,05, or $S0G,33 per an
num, instead of " over 1.000 per annum," as
stated by the Pulyncxian.

Mr. 3. leveled his old
musket, fired them, and killed t uo at one shot,
the ball entering the eye of one, and passing through
his head, came out under his ear and hit the other
bullock about an inch above the eye, and lodged in
the braiu. Both bullocks dropped dead cn the spot.
Mr. B. was standing about one hundred and twenty
yards from the game when he shot. Mr. V. gave it
up, acknowledged tbe shot, and paid the bill. That
is what we call a shot extraordinary. When it is
beat, Mr. B. will try again." j

MritDER on Kauai. Another foul murder was j

committed about the 23d of April at Waipouli, near i

Wailua, the victim being a boy about 14 years old.
The perpetrators are unknown, and if known, nine
chances out cf ten, would be cleared .by a native
jury. Tbe Sheriff of Kauai left this city on Friday
List, to examine into the case.

On the 30th of April another case occurred near
Ilanalei, Kauai, which, though it did not result in
murder, shows that the natives are rapidly progress-
ing in all the attendant arts of civilization. A
colored man of Waiuiha, named Wru. Hodges, and a
married man, while lyinj asleep in his lied, had a
lasso put around his neck by his " better half."
The end of the rope was then passed through the
thatch of the house, and her attendants h luling on it,
very nearly strangled the man. FortanareVy for him
he managed to get free from the noose. What follow-

ed we have not learned.

The American Mails. Mr. Sullivan writes us
from San Francisco, under date of April 14, that
Postmaster Parker of that city had assured him that
the newspaper mails between New York and Califor-

nia were hereafter to be sent and received by steamer
as formerly, that the contract had already been ;

A third voyage
was only partially successful, the negroes having
been landed at a Brazilian port His fourth voyage
as a slaver was ou board the ship Erie, with which
he, his two mates and crew, were captured on the
African coast, otf the Congo river, ly the United

States officers found a cargo of 'Jt7 negroes, consist- -

ing of men, women and children.
