To return to that rr-e- r niot ting, to which so
much importance to bo attached, it was
elated by the Bishop iu his sermon last New
Year's day tLat the only way for " Dissenters"
ani Churchmen to live together in peace is to
agree to have nothing to do in common on mat-
ters cf religion. They may meet to discus pocial,
scientific or sanitary questions, but not on any
religious basis, as lor instance, to pray for the
conversion of the world. If this bo true it is a
sad commentary on our common Christianity.
Hut it is ditLvult to see how the questions of
Apostolic ueeesshdi and Episcopal Ordination
are involved in a meeting to ray for the conver-
sion .f the heathen, and to hear of the program
of the Chriftiau work in the world. It is a well
known fact that the Missionaries of all the Pro-
testant societies residing in the three great cities
of India. Huinbay, Madras and Calcutta, are ac-
customed to meet mo th by mouth for prayer
and consultation in regard 'to the Missionary
work. And while some ul the Colonial liishope, as.
the Liu-ho- uf Cape Town, take " High Church"
ground and strive to laud it on a small scale over
tiu-i- r dioceses, others, among whom may be men-
tioned the Bishop of Ceylon and liishop Cobat,
have hitherto repudiated these priueiples.and have
cordially recoguized the Missionaries of the Ame-
rican Board as Christian brethren. Hear the lute
Bishop of Calcutta on this subject. He says,
" Episcopacy is accounted in the teeth of our
Articles, to be absolutely, and under all circum-
stances, essential to the existence of a Church.

1 am full of alarm ; every thiug seems to
bo at stake. There stvms to be something judi-
cial in the spread of these opinions. If they
should come oer here and pervade the teachings
of our Chaplains, the views and proceedings of
our Missionaries, our friinilly relations with othtr
Lotits of Christians, our position among the Hin-
doos and Mahometans, Iciiabod, the glory is
departed, may be inscribed over our Church of
India."

As far as the writer was able to judge, the
memb is of the American Mission were ready to
receive the English Mission in a fraternal spirit,
and to meet them more than half way 44 as allies
against ignorance and sin." An erroneous re-

port had become current on the islands that the
new Mission represented what is called the Evan-
gelical branch of the English Church, which
perhaps contributed to this state of feeling. And
if the Bishop and his presbyters had arrived the
preceding June, wo have no doubt that they
would have been invited to le present at the
meeting of the Hawaiian Evangelical Association
as corresponding members. But the overbearing
and intolerant spirit which they displayed, and
their apparent determination to ride rough shod
over their predecessors, and to use the influence
and patronage of the government to further their
schemes, put all cooperation out of the question.

On the subject of " the want of courtesy" it
is not pleasant to bandy recriminations. I for-

bear to fill your columns with the abusive lan-

guage applied to the American Missionaries by cer-
tain clergymen of the Reformed Catholic Church,
both iu the pulpit and out of it, language which
necessarily puts a stop to further social inter-
course with those who use it. In this very pam-
phlet such terms " fraud," "occur as pious narrow-

-minded and disappointed sectaries," &c,
which are generally regarded as discourteous, not
to sa' offensive. He accuses certain of the Pro-
testant clergy of "speaking evil of dignities," of

sowing sedition," of " trading in the supersti-
tious fears of the natives," and of making them
believe " that Cod is plaguing this land, and has
killed their Prince and King because of the pres-
ence here of an English Bishop." In the au-

thor's own words, " Vague charges of this kind
are easily made, let them be proved." Until
some better authority than 44 current gossip" is
produced for these assertions, they will justly be
considered as unfounded calumnies by all unpre-
judiced readers.

The two principal 44 defects in the teaching of
the Puritan Missionaries," which the Reformed
Catholic Church supplies, seem to be first, their
gloom and austerity, and secondly, their ignor-
ance of 4 the Catholic as distinguished from the
denominational view of Christianity."

The former has been greatly exaggerated. It
cannot be proved that the old athletic games were
ever prohibited. They were so intimately con-

nected with their old system of idolatry ana their
wars, that they naturally fell together. Read
Ellis' Tour around Hawaii, and it will be evident
that the attendant gambling and licentiousness
formed the principal attraction of these games,
and that when these vices were forbidden by law
the games lost their interest. Read the ninth
chapter of Mr. Dibble's History, and it will be
seen how the new and wonderful arts of reading
and writing so interested the whole people at
first, that for a time they took the place ot their
old sports, which were going out of fashion. It
is probable that the Missionaries did not take
pains to teach the natives new sjiorts and pas-

times. It was not in their line. They would
have cut a poor figure as dancing-master- s, and
were also so oppressed with work of far higher
importance, that they left this subject to regulate
itself as in other countries. Besides, will Ida
Ijordship specify what dances have received the
sanction of the Episcopal Church both in Eng-Jajvia- nd

America.
I have before me extracts from the journals both

of the General Convention cf the American Episcopal
Church, nd of the Convention of the Diocese of Vir.
pin'ta, which show that the Episcopal Church in the
United Stales in fcrmer years gave he.- - testimony
strongly against "gaining, attending theatres, public''
balls and horse racing," and solemnly warned her
communicants against indulgence in wordly pleas-
ures. As for denationalizing the reople, there is
nothing that will do it so effectually us the proscrip-
tion of the national language.

I mi'-rl-
it pass over the HUhon's exposition rf 44 the Cadholic

view of Chii-tianit- y " as having little to do with the main nues-tin- n,

yet I cannot resist the temptation to add a few remarks on
the sul ji-c- t. Now to an outsider, this sect, bo intensely secta-
rian, local and national in its character, seems less entitled to
the epithet Cath' lie than almost any other, and less adapted to
become the universal form of religion for the world. Never has
the term Catholic been more perverted than when it has been
made to designate cxcusit'cticss. But it S'.'tms that its right to
the title Catholic dermis upon its p?sesBion of episcopal ordi-
nation. I am told that the continuity of this Holy Catholic
Church depends on the nrdainintr jx.wer of the Bishops." and
that "her Christianity is something definite, something trans-
mitted down to us in creeds and formularies in a prescribed and
visible organization." But why the doten different sects who
cUitn to have t ostolic succession are to be called Catholic, and
how the puccee-Mo- alone is to prevent schism, is not easy to
comprehend. Think of the deplorable and shameful scenes which
this very wet k (Holy Week) are taking place around the Holy
Sepulchre see the awful imposture of the Holy Fire see the
half dozen " branches of the Catholic Church" fighting around
the very grave of our Lord, while the Turk looks on in contempt,
and then tell us what 4 Catholic " means as opposed to

Beid--- s I do not see how the Church of England, after
violently sundering her connection with the Church of R me,
after having be-- excommunicated by her supreme authority-afte- r

pillaging her monasteries and her venerable cathedrals,
after confiscating ail l.r landed property, after hanging, burn,
ing and banishing h';r faithful priests, can hae the etrr' nu ry to
claim identity with the ancient Catholic Church of England.
Sciil less can it claim identity with the still more ancient church
of the Britons, with those who were extirpated with fire and
sword by the savax Sa.ton?, because they would ni.t submit to
the Roman missionary, Augustine, or with the martyrs of lona.
Let those Episcopalians who clin:; to the dogma of Apostolical
Succession, beware how they break a lance with the Kotnih
Church f.ti that ground. It is her owu chosen ground, and u;n
it they are sure "of def at. In my humble opinion Robert Brown
and George Fox are quite as respectable found-r- s of churches as
the bi.jod-staine- d and licentious Henry the Eighth. In this con-

nection 1 challenge any one to prove that Erowtdits formed any
part of the original colonists who settled New England.

The Bishop complains of the apparent partiality of the Amer-
ican i;s:onarits to the Roman s in the controversy
between U.tra an I the English Mission. It may be explained
as follows : In Popery they find a complete and consistent sys-
tem. Its fundamental principles are logically and fearlessly
carried out to their last results. It is a foeman worthy of cur
j'.eel." P.s d ictrines respecting trar.suhstantiation, baptismal
regeneration, the functions cf the priesthood, purgatory and
monastieism are clear and tangible. Again. I see no place for
a t ta mrdia. There are but two consistent systems to choose
between. On the one hand, the distinctive idea of Popery is
that of the efficacy ot the s icratnents and other external liti s
as administered by a human priesthood. The Christian minis-
try are conceived of as a priesthood, who act as mediators be-

tween God and their fellow-men-
, aud who alone can dispeuse the

sacraments, which are the channels ty which God's grace is
imparte 1 to the sou!.

The distinctive idea of Protestantism, on the other hand, is
that of usfr.'cafiu'i by faith in Jtus Cbr.st. It rscognises

no priestly csit but riding all hunisti inl'roiedlsriei, bri'irs
rery individual soul directly into relation lo 5od. 1'hrnt is to

him all in '!, bis only priest by the one grent sacrifice of
his master, his conf tor, rd his tute mediator. Chr st

in this syftera occupies the plac filled in great meatitre by lh
church on the other.

1 repent it, I know of no middle ground betwrn the two
systems. If soy one l.ke Bishop Whipple, quoted in this pam-
phlet, carr.d conceive cf an invisible church, if lie confounds
loyalty to Jesus Chrin with loyalty to any outward organisa-
tion. If hl Tirw i4 Christianity Is ao materialised that h thinks
more of the order and ritual of the church than of the work of
the Holy Spir t in the heart, then like I'r. Newman l. is logic-
ally corcp-!ir- to join the Church or Rome. If we rowsf hav
a hut or -- at furi, if outward organisation is the main end of
religion, and it Chnsl's Kingdom la In. bad of thia world, then
our place is In th ancient Mother Church. She is the Hic.n
Church par fxetlltnrt. There we will find a ceremotii.il mr
magnificent than any recond hand imitation of it can b. thre
ws will find the prosiice of antiquity, while poetry and nmlc
and art have contributed to it all that can entrance the a'r.ea
and fluctuate the imagination, and if w love the ihioffa mora
than Truth and Freedom, if we are rburrhrocn rather than
Christians, there is the place for us.

Here pencil, paper and all inclination to report
proceedings fulled us. Messrs. J. W. Austin. II. A.
P. Carter and others addressed the assembly, upon
being called upon, in a most felicitous manner, after
which the meeting dispersed. Many stores were closed
for the remainder of the day. At half-pas- t seven
o'clock, P. M., another ealute of 86 guns was fired,
and rockets flew into the heavens from all quarters,
being kept up from Punchbowl Hill until after nine
o'clock. A large number of residences in town and
cn the Valley road were splendidly illuminated, the
most prominent of which were those of the U. S. Lega-
tion, Messrs. E. O. Hall, W. N. Ladd, Dr. II. Stangrn-wal- d,

J. T. Waterhouse, S. M. Carter, J. W. Hahn,
B. F. Snow, II. W. Severance, J. A. Hassinger, II. A.
P. Carter, A. J. Cartwright, Thos. Foster, A. D. Cart
wright, II. Y. LuJJington and J. W. Austin, also the
Aldrich House and International Hotel. There were
others which we were not in time to see. At about
nine o'clock dancing commenced at the New Hall,
where some 150 ladies and gentlemen had assembled,
including theofScers from II. I. It. M. ship Uyliack.
The ball was a decided success, although but twelve
hours uotice was given. f

Impromptu American Thanksgiving.
Scarcely had the echoes of the guns which had

been fired in honcr of the fall of Petersburg and the
surrender of Richmond, ceased to be heard , before
the American clipper Archer, Capt, Cressy, arrived,
bringing the thrice joyful news that General Lee and
his army had surrendered to General Grant.

The intelligence was rapidly circulated throughout
the city, and out flew the 44 Stars and Stripes " from
the stores and houses of all Americans, aui some of
other nations. ' No sooner had the news reached the
cars of our4Min5iter Resident, than a baudbill was is-

sued by him, requesting Americans and all others
favorably disposed to the cause of the American Un-

ion, to assemble at Fort Street Church, at 12 M., to
give thanks to Almighty God for the great victories
vouchsafed to the Union Army under General Grant,
and in causing the surrender of Gen. Lee and tbe
Army of Northern Virginia. At the lime appointed
a crowded house indicated that the hearts of the
American residents were with Mr. McBride in call-
ing the meeting. An immense American Flag was
suspended in front of the church, and another was
hung in the rear of the pulpit, whilst the beautiful
Bilk flag of the Legation was thrown over the deek.

While the audience was assembling thecboir sang,
with much animation, the 44 Star Spangled Banner."
Mr. McBride then arose and announced to the audi-
ence his reasons for convening the assembly, remark-
ing that he felt an honest pride in meeting eo many
cf his fellow countrymen cn so joyful an occasion,
find he could think of no more appropriate method
of giving expression to their joy than by assembling
in the bouse of God, anl there rendering thanks to
Almighty God.

J. W. Austin, Esq., was then called upon to read
the correspondence which had passed between Gen.
Grant and Gen. Lee, preliminary to tbe grand sur-
render. During its reading the audience frequently
gave expressions cf approbation. The choir then
sang a chorus.

The Rev. Mr. Corwin followed by reading some ap-

propriate passages of scripture, when the choir sans;
44 My Country 'tis of Thee," &o. A few remark
were offered by the Rev. S. C. Damon, followed with
a thanksgiving prayer. Another performance by
the choir, and the Rev. Dr. Gulick delighted the
audience for about ten minutes with an impromptu
address, which for adaptation and point could not
have been surpassed the audience frequently testi-
fying its appreciation of the eertimcnts to which he
gave utterance. Mr. II. A. P. Carter then arose and
moved that the thanks of the audience Le given to
Mr. McBride and others who had contributed to
make the hour pa9s eo agreeably.

We have never attended a gathering cf American
iu Honolulu where so much heart felt satisfaction was
expressed. Our hearts were full of joy, and it
needed some occasion like this to give expression to
that feeling. One ttrong Union man remarked that,
he was not accustomed to pray, but he could say
44 Amen." Many had a similar feeling, which came
welling up from the very depths of the heart, and it
must in some way find utterance. We will only add.
44 Praise the Lord "
