Sutherland. A refugee says that Gen. Reau regard
telegraphed that Stoneman was on the Danville and
Greensboro Railroad, tearing it up between those
j.I aces.

The Ihr aid's correspondent from the civalry re- -'

The rebel rear guard wax overtaken,
numbering 320, strongly entrenched across Namozin
Creek, having destroyed the bridge nnd felled trees
across the ford to impede the pursuit in advancing.

The Fifth
Corps and cavalry pushed eu to Jertesville, then on
to D. nville, and met with no fighting until the night
cf the 4th. The Second. Sixth and Ninth Corps
were following closely in their rear, and by the night
of the 5th they were all up cn the Dm'villc Road,
and the Twenty-fourt- h tip to Runkerville Junction.
It appears that General Lee ordered that pcr:kn of
bis army cut oil by our piercing his line, on Sunday,
to join him at Amelia Court Ujuso, fearing to have
them attempt to reach Buukerviile Junction nnd so
on to Danville.

When General Grant reached Nott.iway Court
House, staff cfScers arrived stating that SheriJan

Our column had intended to g. into camp,
but General Grant thought Lee's only hop.e was iu
forced marches, and he therefore ordered the advance
continued. The men, who bad already tramped
twenty miles, on being informed of the stirring news
from Sheridan, clamored to march all night, anJ
atarted oil with cheers.

Wherever General Grant was recognized as he role
along the line, the delight cf the solliers was d

in the most enthusiastic tuauner. As one
division exhausted itself in cheering, another would
take it up, and so it went along the whole column.
Soon another dispatch was received from General
Sheridan, and its contents were such as to cause
General Grant to leave the roaJ tjliI cut across the
country to Sheridan's bealquarters.

perly appreciate the change. llut:er was scarce at
twenty-riv- e dollars a pouL-l- , but is now plenty at
fifty or sixty cents. L'ggs that were hid away at two
hunired and fifty dollars a dozen, are now sellirg
at thirty cent, nnd ether ccmmcJities declined at
equal rates. Pending the excitement and confusion
consequent upon the evacuation cr surrender, three
hundred and fifty convicts in the State Penitentiary
managed to escape; but cn Tuesday over cue hundred
weve recaptured and returned to ptiscn. The mili-

tary Governor, General Snip ley, has authorized a
detail cf colored troops to clear away the ruins of the
great fire, so a3 to expose the broken gas pipes.
Suthr3 stores are sp linging up all over the business
parts of the city, left by the fire, and old titties are
being revived try the sight cf the substantias and
luxuries enjoyed before the war. Mails are made up
daily for the North.

The ll'hig gives additional particulars of the
evacuation, which had been going on for months,
but the people were blinded and refused to believe
that the removal meant an evacuation, 9 all de-

clared that the measures were only precautionary.
Ou Sunday morning the gold and silver coin belong-
ing to the Louisiana banks, and recently appropriated
by the Confederate Congress, was sent down to the
Danville train, and also the specie cf the Richmond
btfnks. The programme for the departure of efiicials
was arranged, and a number cf efiicers were to leave
during the evening. Still there was nit room for
h!1 who thought it desirable to get away. Jeff.
Davis left at 7 t'. M. Breckinridge went on horse-
back with the last of the nrmy on Monday. Gov.
Smith ran off during the night.

The Richmond Jf'Aisr also says that Gov. Smith
made a spe-ec- h ou Sunday evening, saying that the
rebel troops were victorious and Richmond should
not be evacuated, and be then left on horseback.

The Herald's information direct frcm Richmond
is that President Lincoln was there actually engaged
in the business of peace, and that yesterday evening
bo had a private conference with Judge Campbell,
who, with the advice and consent of Jeff. Davis, re-
mained behind to see what could be done in behalf
of his depouding associates. It is also understood
that Wednesday last wis fixed fjc another interview,
at which Weitzel and others on our side, and promi-
nent rebels on theirs, were to be p reseut.

Nmv York, April Sth. The Tribune's Washing-
ton correspondent says the rumor that the President
will ofler a generul amnesty to the rebel rank and
file gains credence in influential quarters. It is known
that Secretary Sewnrd was to meet the President at
Richmond on the day of bis accident, by a summons
from the latter. General Grant also telegraphed to
the Secretary of War, requesting that no one will be
permitted to visit Richmond lor the present, while
rumor asserts that Commissioners, official or self con-
stituted, from Alabama and Georgia, are iu that city
and in conference with the President.

The Voht's Washington special says there is no
doubt but that Hunter and Campbell remained iu
Richmond to sec what could be done about peace.
The President will ptobably soon issue snothcr am-
nesty proclamation. .
