matters of the Attorney-General, the sabject
was overlooked and the mal-practice was com-
tinued, The liberty of every subject should
be respected—but more particularly a class who,

by eircumstance of birth and eduecation, have no 4

distinct idea of their rights as guaranteed to
them by the Copstitution and laws of the
kingdom—and by none more religiously than
by those placed in authority over them.
Imagine the same act of injustice and hardship
perpetrated upon_a foreigner, who had a full
kunowledge of his rights, and who bad, through
the badgering of an attorney, perhaps, from
being misunderstood by an interpreter, been led
to make some cuntradiction to his direct tes-
timony, immediately snapped up by a Judge
aud told that he was guilty of perjury, and
that it was a contempt of Court, and for it
he should commit him to prison for thirty days.
Would ncdt the Judge be made to saffer in
case the party was confined, even for a day?
But we are knowing to a case of peculiar hard-
ship, none the less so because the parties were
uatives. A man was brought up for an offence,
for which, if found guilty, he could but suffer
a fine of five dollars, and in his defence ealled
upon his wife for her testimony, and for some
misstatement of faets she was imprisoned for
thirty days, or was =0 sentenced, but has not
as yet served out the full period.
