The Thmes and Alla contain the following addi-
tional partienlars:

About halfFpast 3 o'clock. an alarm of fre was
sonnded.  Quick, almost. as the throb of the elee-
tric wire, the startling intellicence ran from month
to month that the Cosmopolitan Hotel was on fire in
the upper story. and likely to be entirely destroyed.
Instantly the ponderous fire engines went thun-
deving along the streetz to the seene of the confla-
gration. Hundreds of men left their business and
occupations and hastened to the spot, and in a few
minutes the streefs on all sides, for a hlock in dis-
tance from the hotel, were blocked with dense
masses of people.

The furniture in the house was of the maost ele-
gant and costly diseription. and contained in three
bundred rooms. It seemed a hereulean task to
remove it, bhut seores of men fell to work with o
will. Large gunantitics were earried down the
stairs from the upper stories and placed along the
side walk on Bush street. or carried into adjacent
buildings, the owners and oceupants of which
kindly threw them open for the purpose.

By sunsct the Bames were almost completely ar-
rested but the engmes were kept at work and
played constantly two or more streams 1ill abont
iwelve o'clock last night, when the last visible
gpark was extinguished and they were stopped.

The hotel may he considered almost a perfect
riin, g0 far as the interior is concerned.  The tloors
walls, stairs, ete.. below the fourth story remain,
but the deluge of waler which bad to be thrown
upon them will necessitate the tearing of all the
plastering in all the rooms ; while the fourth story,
attiec and roof will bave to be almost wholly re-
placed. The damage to the bailding proper is es-
timated at SIlﬂl_ﬂ”“-—-!ll\tl::llt]_\' even more. The
new addition was not extensively injured by the
fire. further than the destruetion of numbers of win-
dows, but the water drenched it badly.,  The insur-
ance on the bnilding and furniture was insured for
70,000 in loeal companies.  Individual losses sus-
tained by guests must reach high figares, in the ag-
gresate, bat in the confn=ion and excitement of the
time they eould not be particularly ascertained
bevomd a few cages.

The totul cost of the furniture of the holel was
$165.000, on which there was an insorance eoffected
of £30.000. The property pow wonld commund
about the latter s,

cost abont §50,000 to put in o =late of complete
repair.
