American Politieal News.

We have this week a few days later intelligence
from the United States and Eurupe, reccived by
way of Portlund, Oregon.  The telegraphic ad-
Vit a.~ refnte tuainly to the proce odings of the Dem-
ocratic Presidential Convention, which met in
New Yurk city on the fourth of July, and on the
ninth nominated ex-Governor Horatio Seymour,
of New York, for President, and General Frunk

tair, of Missouri, for Vice President. The strug-
gle, in the convention, for nowmination of Presi-
dent, was a long and buisteroos one, and it was
only on the twenty-second ballot, after all the |
other popular candidates were tried and kept
down, that the pame of the saccessful nominee

was hrought forward. There was evidently strat-

ezy in it. The very faet that the New York dele-
gation propesed an unknown man as their nom-
inee, and said nothing atiout their strongest man,
is conclusive proof of this.  On the eighth ballot,
when New York abandoned 1its ecandidate, had it |
taken up Pendicton, he would probably have won |
the powimtion, bat this was not che gnme,

Gus. Seymour is probably one of the most fin-
ished and adroit politicians in Awerica.  In New
York State he will poll n very heavy majority, as
be is popular with the rowdy class that control
politics in that State and city. An Oregon paper
gives the following sketeh of him :

HomaTio Seyuorr was known during the war as
one of the numerous class who were ** in favor of the
war but oppused to its prosecution.’” Iis principles
nre precisely those of Pendleton and Vallandigham,
but he has more adroituess and plausibility than those |
Demoeratic champions, Like them, he denied the
cunstitutionality of coercien, and like them he threw
every possible obstacle in the way of prosecuting the
war. We know it is claimed by the ** regenerated |
Democracy™ that when Gov. of New York in 1853 he |
hurrie]l forward troops to repel Lec's invasion of
Pennsylvanis ; but there was an obrious reason for |
this act of patrictism. S0 long as the fGeld of war was
the region scuth of the Potowae, Seymour opposed
every measure for the subjugation of the rebels, but
when the contflict was transferred to the State of
Pennsylvania and Lee's army threatened Philadel-
phia, New York City and the mansion of Gov. Sey-
mour, he was compelled to act for the defence of his
Siate. This one instance of enforced patrictisia is the
only one which can be named in Seymour’s history.
So soon as Lee's army had been driven back he im-
tedintely Legan again to oppose and hinder the ef-
furts of the National Guvernment to put down the re-
bellion.  He tried to stop the (raft, and the riots of
1863 and the mander of enrolling officers were the
direct results of his policy. The wob relied on him to
stand between them and their country, and he gave
the most satisfactory assurances to his bloody-handed
friends, On the Fourth of July, 1563, while Grant
and Meade were delivering the country by defeating,

Topomsioy =0l sapturing the armicn of the aclale,
Horatio Seymour was deseerating the day by an in-
flamatory speech against the Government fur prosecu-
ting the war to the injury of the Southern people

nssured them that he had seut to Washington to have
this draft suspended and stopped ! The substance
and meaning of his speech was that it woald be right
to riot, and burn buildings, and hunt negroes, and
slanghter officers, if the draft were to go ou ; but he
would have it stopped and given up. So go home
nnd  keep the peace. There is not a man in the
Pemocratie party not excepting Vallandigham or any
one else, whose record has been so vicivus asthat of
Horatio Seywoar. He was nowinated for the pur-
pose of making the electoral vote of New York sure
for the Demoerntic party by the suffrages of his mur-
dering triemds, the forty thousand ** plug-uglies" of
New York City.

This being the first case of whieh I have any knowl-
edge of pulu being on fire from an unkuown cause, I
have no hesitation in saying, frompen experience of
18 years as a producer of pulu, that the cause of fre
mentioned was not from spontaneous combustion,
buat, as you supposil it, from a spark, or a eigar.

The fact of the pula lying cn the wharf sulject to
Lq’.'illg wet, could not in the rewotest tit';.:l‘n.t' have bl
any effect in producing spontanccus combustion, as
it was comumon with us, at some stations, to pile our
pressed pulu at the landing, sulject to the weather;
at another station, we were at times compelled to raft
our bales through the breakers. It will be found
sbout as impossible to wet the interior of a bale of
pulu by exposure or immersion as it woull a barrel

coating on the outside through which the water can-
not penetrate.

During my cecupancy of a pulu station in the vi-
cinity of the volcano of Kilauea, we bad a very dry |
