Tbe Waahiagt.n IHer Atfiia.
Mr. Editor : The oracle has spoken. The Gov

ernment organ of the 2Sth of October, brings up its
heaviest batteries to reply to the able letter published
in the San Francisco Bulletin, and the effect is only
comparable to the sound of a Chinese gong, answer-
ing to the sharp crack of a Chassepot rifle.

The sapient writer, from his lofty pedestal of un
impeachable virtue, finds something underhanded in
a letter addressed to " whom it may concern " and
published in a public newspaper, in which the writer
expresses views openly held aud frequently 6tated by
himself in this community, draws conclusions from
facts not at ail disproved, conclusions which may or
not be wisely drawn, but at least are not logically
controverted.

For thus giving public' to political opinions a
writer is taken to task for plotting against the inter-
ests of the community. This charge derives its chief
interest as coming from the pen of one whose machin-
ations in the conspiracy of 1864 resulted in the
worst blow the interests of this Kingdom ever received
from human ingenuity.

The doctrine that any one who criticises the Gov
ernment or its officers is a " common enemy " has
long been held in the Government offices, though not
so commonly believed in outside those retreats of
perfect wisdom.

And who is this that invites hi3 fellow citizens to
frown upon a " malicious detractor? " whose high (?)
sense of honor receives so painful a shock ; can he
have known aught of certain oaths violated, of under-
handed and malicious detraction of others to obtain
their positions ; can it be a perfect saint whom the
sugar interest would prematureTy canonize because,
forsooth, he worked for a time in the questionable
character of a lobbyist at Washington in their interest?

Shall all recollections of the intrigues and plots
which signalized the early part of the present reign,
(which found their chief opponent in the writer thus
arraigned in his answer at the bar of that public
opinion to which he imparted its best tone) shall
all these recollections be lulled to rest by siren song
of treaty? Can a few months in the lobbies at
Washington purify and make beatific a character
formerly considered only as remarkable for unprinci-
pled efforts of self aggrandizement ? If so, let us bow
to this would-b- e censor of his political opponents and
accept the doctrine that criticism is malignant treason
and needs no argument to disprove its conclusions.

Who doubts but that the present Government is a
petty despotism ? Think back to the January elec-

tions and refresh your memories. Who doubts the
desire at least to suppress free discussion ? Read the
convention record when in the first flush of perjured
begotten power these conspirators mde no secret of
their wishes. Is there a denial of the abrogation of
constitutions? Can any government who acknowl-
edges no constitution or compact binding be other
than an incubus upon a nation ? The fact is gener-
ally acknowledged and is ably expressed in the edit-
orial of the Bulletin, that any independent govern-
ment here is a bar to progress and an incubus to the
prosperity of the islands; but it is also felt, and prop-

erly perhaps, by some that such progress is not fairly
earned when made at the expense of existing rights.
This feeling however does not change the fact.

The allusions of the Government writer to what
the Government are doing for the schools, can only
mislead those abroad who are unfamiliar with the
persistent efforts of the Government for some years
to force the people into patronizing a system of edu-

cation repugnant to them, a system which has forced
the majority of the people to support independent
schools while taxed to sustain a system which is
odious to them, or with the artifice of the Ministers
in the last Legislature to get some of their measures
through by supporting a bill to correct some of these
evils while advising His Majesty to veto it. -

But to quote this apostolic editorial, " how shall
those who have not lived among us " know how false
these assumptions are if not apprised by those whose
love of truth and hatred of petty despotism is above
their desire of giin? Who can grasp and appreciate
the idea of a " broader and more benignant policy "

than will ever dawn upon tlie rrvrrow mind of the
who now upon the litile stage of Hawaiian
polities and imagine that after them th deluge?

Decline in English Revenue. There was a fall-
ing off iu the revenue of the British Government
last year by nearly $18,000.000 .a fact which ex
cited no little uneasiness in the public mind. But
there is still more alarm felt from the fact that the
revenue report for the first quarter of the current
fiscal period shows the revenue to be still further
declining. During tbe quarter there has been a
(ailing off in every great item. Customs, inland
revenue, stamps, and taxes, all chow this. Even
the Post Office, which the English people have
always been led to look upon as an infallible index
of the perennial growth of national wealth, exhibit
signs of depression, and fails to return as much as
it did the last quarter of the year just ended.

The rupture of the negotiations be! ween Prussia
and Holland relative to the navigation of tht?
Rhine, appears to have caused Bome alarm in
Berlin, where the determination shown by the
Dutch Government in the matter is attributed to
iU being secretly supported by France. The point
in dispute is whether the new convention which it
is proposed to establish in place of those now in
existence, is to apply to the whole of the river and
its tributaries, or only to the streams on the other
side of Gurkuni and Dordrecht, The Dutch Gov-
ernment considers that, tbe Merwede and tbe Meus.
being part of Holland, the navigation of thoa-rive- rs

ought to be under ita exclusive control..
This view is opposed, on behalf of the Zollverein,
by Prussia, who appeats to the last convention ou
the subject (that ol 1851), and the treaty of Vienna,
which stipulates that tbe navigation of the Rhino-shal- l

be free, to the sea. As this is the first occa-
sion on which Prussia has acted as the representa-
tive of tbe Zollverein, it is believed that she will
not allow the matter to drop, but maste further and
more urgent representations to Holland on too
subject.

The Berlin correspondent of the London Time
writes: "After many experiments, we are given
to understand, the Prussian military chemists oav'
succeeded in precipitating the explosive liquid
known as nito-glycerin- and reducing it to a solid.
The advantage of this transformation is that it
combustibility is considerably diminished, whily
its force remains unimpaired. Tbe terriffic sub-
stance, so long unavailable lor any purposes other
than where the utmost caution could be observed,
is thus rendered more manageable and fitted foe
military use. If all we bear about it be true, the
novelty will indeed be a great hit. Grenades filled
with it, und shot from guns of moderate calibre,
are said to have smashed tbe strongest cuirass thr.t
ever covered the sides of ironcased ship. Suppos-
ing this to be confirmedwbat. we may well ask",
will the now monster guns be capable of doing? .
