Rents, which have steadily increased in rate
during ench of the past seven years, seem at last
to have reached the highest point.

A good dwelling
house of four stories, furnished, can now be
rented for from $£2.000 to $4,000 per sonum,
according to locstion. Such a house will bave a
frontage of from fifteen to nineteen feet, and will
cover half the depth of the bundred feet lot on
which it stands. Upon Madison or Fifth avenue
you cannot often hire a house for less than six or
eight thonsand dollars a year; and some of the
finer mansions rent tor $12,000. Rents are gen-
erally about nine per cent. of the price of the
house. The must expensive buildings, however,
are genemlly occupied by their owners; they
evst, for lot and bailding, from £100,000 up-
wards. One of the finest bouses on Fifth avenu
is owned by Madame Restell, the -t.
It cont §200.000. It is made doubly conspicu-
ous by the fact that the rest of the block is
empty. No one will build a house adjucent to
hers, which maintains a distinguished isclation,
to the great pecuniary det:’ment of the owners of
the adjacent property. There is no remedy from
grievances of this nature in New York. A house
of ill fame will sometimes be established in a
q-f'uumbjwtio-bh neighborhood, and all the
adjncent property will at once deteriorate in valge
to the amount of ten per cent. or more.
