I'll Hawaiian ImIsiiicI Treaty.
This treaty still hangs fire in the Senate. . An in-

telligent citizen wtio has recently returned from Wash-
ington states that there would have been no difficulty
in securing the ratification of the treaty ifa single line
had been altered. But those who were interested in
pushing it on the American side would not consent to
any such amendment. It will be remembered that the
original treaty was drawn up in this city, and was
the joint production of Minister Harris, acting for
the Hawaiian Government, and Minister McCook,
acting for, we don't know who. and certain sugar
refiners in this city. In this treaty, favored with
the special advantages of all the light that could be
.hod upon it, it is provided that only those qualities
of sugar designated as No. 12 Dutch standard, and
under "A," should be admitted duty free. The
matter was so managed that the refiners kept in the
background, while the Hawaiian Uovernment was
made to appear as originating these terms and asking
for their ratification, while in fact they were shaped
wholly in the interest of the sugar refineries. It
gave the refiners a monopoly of the sugar business,
lecause so much of the low grades as they wanted
for refining could come in tree, while the higher
grades, which could be largely used without refining,
would be kept out. If the Hawaiian Government
really wants a reciprocity treaty let it take measures
to alter the clause pointed out, so that all Island
sugars shall come in either free or with only nominal
duties. Ia the form in which the treaty has been
put before the Senate, it provides for the promotion
of certain interests at the Inlands, and the interests
of the sugar- - refiners of this cityj We hope our
Senators will look, into the provisions of this treaty,
and if it is fairly amenable to this criticism, take
some steps te secure an' amendment."" A treaty of
this kind, to be of any value, must prescribe fair
terms of reciprocity.

We find the above in tbe Bulletin, of March
11th, and .think .there must be some. mistake
regarding tho matter. Judge Allkn is now in
Washington, ia the capacity of Hawaiian Envoy
extraordinary, fully empowered to make any
alterations in the treaty necessary to ensure its
passage. He is understood to be warmly in favor
of admitting all grades of our sugars (dark and
light) free of duty, instead of those only under 12
Dutch standard. Either this change, or an addi-

tional section subjecting all grades of Hawaiian
sugars to a nominal doty, would undoubtedly be
accepted by this Government. If there is any
doubt about the extent ot the powers delegated
to Judge Allen, the administration should waste
no time in setting the matter right, aod in vesting
him with the power' necessary to secure the
passage of the treaty, if there is any disposition
shown on tiie part of the American Government
and Senate to adopt a compromise. "

country. Let us have a fair trial of its merits.

per's, Leslies' and Every Saturday will each pre
sent on the same day the very same pictures,
taken from London papers.

The London Illustrated News furnishes the
finest wood engravings, and some of these are re-

markable as specimens of art. Take, as exam-

Harbor " in its issue for January 15, 1870.
The execution of these the perspective and the
fineness of the engravings have rarely been
equaled.

Is it is Crime to Commit JSiiioltle "

Some eighteen months ago, tbe Attorney Gen-

eral of this Kingdom caused a Chinaman to be
prosecuted before the Supreme Court, on a charge
of attempting tbe crime of murder, in that he
had endeavored to take bis own life by banging.
It was proved in the course of the trial, that the
same man had some months before made a similar
attempt to destroy himself4 by taking opium,
having been pumped out just in time resuscitate
life. . The trial at the time, attracted considerable
attention in our community and among the legal
fraternity, and many thought the ground taken
by the prosecution, that suicide was murder, was
not legally tenable. Of course, if the Court
decided tbe question in the affirmative, then the
Chinaman would be guilty under our statute,
which declares that the attempt to commit a
crime is merged in the crime itself. . ,.

By the common law of England, it is an offense
for a person to attempt to commit suicide, and
by reference to the London journals instances
may not unfrequently be found where persons
have been held and punished for such an attempt.
It is justly considered there, and wo believe in
France also, that suicide is an offense against
good order and the well-bei- ng of society, and as
such whoever attempts it should be punished in
order to warn others. Such in substance was the
argument of the Attorney General in the case
above alluded to. But tho Court (Chief Justice
Allen presiding) did not hold with the prosecu-
tion, and tho would-b- e suicide was discharged.

A case in point has recently occurred in
Massachusetts, by which it would appear that
the old commonwealth still adheres to the common
law of England in respect to attempts to commit
suicide. During the month of.February last, a
man in Worcester attempted to commit suicide
by Bhooting himself, in which design however,
he failed, being only slightly injured, and an
attempt was made to hush up the affair. In the
early colonial times,5 the common law of England
was adopted by Massachusetts, but it is stated
that there never has been an instance in that
State where it has been applied in cases of this
kind. On the 18th of February, however,
Dennis, the person who had tried to shoot him-

self, was arraigned before the Municipal Court of
Worcester on the charge of attempting to commit
suicide.' He pleaded guilty, but the Court having
no jurisdiction of the offense, he was ordered to
give recognizance with sureties in the sum of
$500 for his appearance at the May term of the
Supreme Court. We Bhall look with some
interest for the result of this case.

Mr. President and Gentlemen of tht Board of
Trustees: Durinz the past Quarter.

90 have been admitted into the HospiUl as bouse
patients. Ihe number of prescriptions entered oa
the books amounts to 1,020, which does not include jg Heady to Receive Cargo for tte th irepetitions of prescriptions . once entered. Fifteen , Port, and Will Sail With Dispatch Ideaths have occurred, of which fivs refer to the Aus--
trian Frigate I'oitau. (three cases of chronic dysen
tery, and two of pulmonary consumption) ; all of
meee entered tbe Hospital in tbe last stage or meir
diseases. Ihree occurred to other foreigners, vu.,
one case of scurvy, with pleurisy; one of organic dis-
ease of the brain, and one of Bright's disease, with
cerebral complication ; six refer to recently immi
grated natives or Manabiki and Danger Islands, in
all of whom the lately prevailing epidemic of pul-
monary catarrh became aggravated with pulroonia
and pleurisy ; and one only of a native Hawaiian.
The highest number of Hospital patients at one time
was 1 1 ; the most ever had at one time before. . At
present, we have 50. A number of quite important
operations have been performed duripg tbe last six
months, of which I will only mention two partial re
movals or tbe lower maxilla, and one ease of ampu-
tation of both feet above the ankles. .
