Police Court. On Thursday and Friday, the

principal business before the Police Court was the
case of the Crown vt. J.. D. Peavey, arrested for
selling spirituous liquors without a license. The
charge was brought under Chapter 41, Section 29 of
the Revised Penal Code, which reads as follows :

" Any person violating the provisions of this
Chapter by vending spirituous liquors without hav-
ing previously obtained a license as hereinbefore
provided, shall, on conviction, forfeit and pay to the
Hawaiian Government, for each ofiense, the sum of
five hundred dollars, and may be imprisoned at hard :

labor not exceeding six months, in tbe discretion of
the Court"

The charge in the first place, was for selling on
Sunday night, and subsequently the new charge was
made of selling on the three preceding night or
days so that it will be eeen, that if the party com-

plained of is found guilty of " each offense " charged,
namely selling on Thursday, Friday, Saturday and
Sunday, he must be mulcted in the sum of $2,000,
or be imprisoned at bard labor for twenty-fo- ur

months, if the Court so decrees. A good deal of
testimony was adduced by tbe Crown to prove the
charges. Several seamen belonging to a ship in
port, testified to having drank atl'eavey's
house, but did not know what it was, and did not
see any money paid for it Bat one, tbe principal
witness for the prosecution, stated that he bad, on
the four occasions mentioned, bought " pale brandy "
from Peavey, and paid 25 cents a glass for it, treat-
ing the previous witnesses.
