The new Imperial House of Germany, it is
stated, can be traced back to a certain Count
Frederick Von Zollern, who was a favorite of the |

in 1192, was pablicly installed as Burggrave, an
office which cuntinued in the family for six sue-
ceeding generations. The Burggraves were faith- |

| peror Sigismund took particular interest in Burg- |
grave Frederick, and made him his chief agent
{in the plans for restoring the full-power of the
Roman Empire, and part of the desizn was to be

effected by constituting Frederick King of Rome. |

. inary move the Burggrave, in 1415, was invested
! with the Marquisate of Brandenbuig. with the
{rank of Elector. In May, 1417, Frederick I.
| was installed as the first Elector, and the House
.al' Zollern, or Hohkenzollern, as it came to be
called, was removed from Sonth to North Ger-
' many, and became the chief defenders of the
;P.quire against the aggressions of the Selavonic
| tribes. By treaties and wars the border land
| was enlarged, and on January 18th, 1701, Fred-
|erick IIl. crowned himeself with great pomp at
| the palace of Konigsberg. and declared himself
King of Prussia. After an incrensing struggle
| of 170 years the Kingdom of Prussia has extended
ita boundaries and become an Empire and the

| most powerful nation on the Continent of Europe.
