If the use, kncwingly, of the akia is
proved, the case may result in something more seri-
ous than a charge of illegal practice.

Article 4th reads thus: ** The object of this Asso-
ciation is mutual counsel and assistance in the great
work of propagating the gospel ; and to enter into
common measures for promoting knowledge and reli-
gion ; and for preventing infidelity, error gnd im-
worality.” 3

Under this new organization, our large native
churches have been divided up into small ones ; so
that now, instead of twenty,—there are fifty-six or
fifty-eight independant churches, with their Sabbath
schools ; the most of whom support their own native

pastors and preachers, while a few of them are poor |

and feeble and need some aid.
Formerly the Sandwich Islands mission annually

' received liberal grants from the American Board,

Bible and Tract Societies, to aid in printing bibles,
testaments, tracts, hymn and school books. But in
future we are mot to expect much aid from those
Societies. Hence, there will be annually a eall upon
our Home Department for funds to meet the increas-
ing demand for bibles, testaments, hymn books,
school books, &c.

The
success with which Thrum’s Circulating Library has
met since its establishment some nine months ago, is
evidenced by the fact that no less a number than
2,038 volumes have been issued to readers in that
time. By arrangements which have been made, the
Library is supplied by nearly every arrival from the
coast with copies of each newly published work by
popular writers. It is interesting as well as curious
to note the comparative popularity of different :
authors as evinced by the ratio in which their works
are called for. Thus, taking ten for a maximum,
they stand as follows : Dickens, 4; Thackeray, 5;
Bulwer Lytton, 6; Wilkie Collins, 5; Chas. Reade, 8;
Anthony Trollope, 5; Pierce Egan, 4; Judge Halibur-
ton, 2; Artemas Ward, 3; Mark Twain, 9; Mrs.

The continued amazingly-rich returns from the
Caledonian Gold Mine, and the good prospects of
other claims yielding more abundusntly the precions
metal than they bave bitherto done, have hod o
very decided influence on the people of Auekland.
Spegulation and excitement are indoced when the
| constantly-recurring dividends of the Caledoninn
Company are considered. From the month of
February last, the sum of £38 102 per share has
been paid in dividends, amounting allogether to
 £238.810 ; and during the last four days there have
been taken out 14,000 ounces of gold, and the
| prospects of the mine were never brighter.  In all
}prubnbilily thera will be sbout a ton of the pre-
cious metal got from the mine during the fourteen
days which will elapse from the last dividend to
the next. The maintenance of such u yleld us this
for any considerable time will bave a very senslble
effect on our stock of money or money's worth,
| And there seems abundant evidence that for the
future we shall have a constant addition 1o the
number of guld-producing mines. Not only are
claims on the portion of the Bleld frst worked giv-
ing good promise of rich returns, but at Tararn,
and also at Coromandel, the prospects are brighter
than they have ever been before. There can be
no doubt but that this provines is destined to be a
great and most valuable mineral-producing dis
trict. Already, with all our blunders, inexperi-
ence, and consequent waste of capital and labor
in the past, the yield of gold from Auckiand con-
giderably exceeds the guantity obtained {rom the
Otago goldfields. Instead ot being at the bottom
of the list as regards gold production, we are now
at the top, and sball, donbtiess, continue Lo be so.

The effect of our goldfeld, so fnr as regurds

increase to our population, bus not yet hoen so
very marked, and that is easily explaiped. Our
diggings are not alluvial. They require a large
expenditure of labor and capital, in most cases,
before good returns are obtained. Hence a great
and sudden rush of labor, without capital. would
have simply been out of place, but now that valu-
able mines are becoming productive. there will,
doubtless, be a constant addition v our popula-
tion, and employment will casily be found for a
constant stream of immigrants of the right sort.
While referring to population. we may state that a
census of the colony bas just been ‘~ken, and

1

| althongh the general results are not yet knows,

we are informed that the present European popu-
Intion of this province exceeds 62,000, bess
figures may appear very small, indeed. as com-
pared to the population of large towns in the
ucited Kingdom, but the census shows that the
opulation of,the province is constantly focreas-
ng at a fair rate of progress, It ia now nearly
three and & balf times greater than it was twelve
years ago.

Perbaps the most notable cirenmstance which
has occurred since the publication of our last
English summary has been the successful inaugu-
ration of the new steam mail line, the work of the
Colonial Treasurer. The Nevada—the piloneer
boat of the line arrived in Auckland on the 4th of
May. after a most excellent passsge from Ean
Francisco. Everyone has been satisfied with the
appearance of the Nevada and with the work that
she has done o far, and it seems generally to be re-
ceived and believea that Mr. Webb's steamers will
be enabled to carry out with ease the terms of the
postal contract. Certainly the accommodation for
travelers on board these vessels is very superior
to anytbing that we have in any of our own boats,
and the only drawback—to a seaman’s eye—is tha
immense bulk of the vessel above the water-line,
leading to the supposition thut the Nevada and ber
sister ships would not be able to do much agaiost
some of the tremendons gales which are vonstantly
experienced in these latitndes. So far, however,
everything in connection with the new postal line
has been carried out verr successfully, and In
more ways than one we bope that the ultimate
connection with Ameriea which must ensue will

rove beneficial both to our commerce and polit-
rnl conduct. The reception sccorded to the
Nevada nnd her officers thronghout the colony han
been quite enthusiastic, and. indeed. ber p
from port to port, as far us Port Chalmers, baa
been nothing else but a series of ovations.
