Now there are tens of thousands of acres of
land on these islands where pine-appl- es will grow,

and about nothing else. The markets for the pre-

Castor Oil Bean. A "correspondent writing
from East Maul, inquires how the process or bull-

ing the oastor oil bean can be best accomplished.

There are . two kinds of the bean which are com-

mon to these islands, and also to California, where

the culture is extensively followed. The large, or
red bean, is tbe most valuable, and cleans with

the most difficulty. When cultivated extensively,

a hulling and winnowing machine is required, but
in our climate, if properly dried in the hot sun,
tbe beans will " pop " without much difficulty. In

Borne countries, artificial heat is resorted to. in or-

der to obtain a sutbeieut degree of dryness. The

small grey bean, on the contrary, (which however
U not so valuable as the red) dries readily aud

pops" easily.
