being no harbor that we can ﬁet our vessels into, nod
not having provisions enough to feed our crews to
exceed three months, and being in a barren country
where there is neither food or fuel to be obtained, we
feel ourselves under the painful necessity of abandon-
ing our vessels, and trying to work our way south
with our boats, and if possible to get on board of
ships that are south of the ice. We think it would

Mn. Emitor—The great number of certificates of
deposit in circulation, instead of money, leads one to
make an inguiry in regard to the real worth of this |
new circulating medium.

There seems to be no reasonable doubt that these
certificates are only issued upon the deposit in the
treasury vaults, of an equal amount of silver coin.
But it ought to be as well understood, that it is all
leept there, for the redemption of the certificates.

How does the public know that after the silver is
deposited and the certificates issued, a portion of it
may not be withdrawn on some other receipt than the
return of an equal value in certificates? Is it a fact
that there is really silver coin in the treasury for the
entire redemption of all the certificates that have
been issaed? I suppose so, of course. Otherwise,

upon the beach. Three of the fleet have I-lﬂﬂlg been
crushed, and two are now lying hove out which have
been crushed by the ice, and are leaking badly. We
have now five wrecked crews distributed among us.
We have barely room to swing at anchor between the
F“k of ice and the beach, and are lying in three
athoms of water. Should we be cast upon the beach
it would be at least cleven months before we could
look for assistance, and in all probability nine out of
ten would die of starvation or scurvy before the open-
ing of spring. Therefore, we have arrived at these
conclusions-—after the return of our tion un-
der command of Capt. D. R. Frager of the Florida,
he having with whaleboats worked to the southward
ns far as Blossom Shoals, and found that the ice
pressed ashore the entire distance from our position
to the Bhoals, leaving in several places only sufficient
depth of water for our bosts to pass through, and
this liable at any moment to be frozen over during
twen ty-four hours, which would cut off our retrest
even by the boats, as Capt. Frazer had to work
through a considerable quantity of young iece during
his expedition, which cut up his boats badly.
