A New Enterprise.
Now that tlic dull season is upon us in full

fore?, and the CTtt-whi- le busy merchants, im-

porter?, traders, jobbers, agents nnd capitalists,
may be seen yawning together in listless groups,
while the drowsy breeze carries no whispers of
trade or full freighted fdiire to our port, we
would like to suggest something-fo- our men of
enforced leisure to talk about, diseuss and figure
on, in the ItopeB that a new and profitable enter-
prise may be started, a new source of wealth
obwrtd up.

We would propose. that tho. growing of Manila
hemp or Cbro be started here, and we are of the
opinion that we can ' give some good reasons for
predicting the success of the undertaking.

In the firxt place that variety of the banana
that affjrds the fibre known as Manila , can be
and is grown here with as much ease, and under
tlm same conditions of habit, te., as any of the
many kinds that wc cultivate for the sake of the
fruit. We use the word cultivate,' because it
is a convenient one, and not to express the idea
of careful 'methodical treatment of the plant
from the time when the young sprout is planted
until it matures ; for we all know that no care
whatever is bet; lowed upon the banana tree be-

yond ensuring it a constant, though not necessar-
ily superabundant supply of water.

Now the Manila or. ".hemp-banana- ," na we.
choose to designate it, can liardly be distinguished
while growing from other kinds, (we are not
writing botanically) bat the fruit is not consid-

ered edible, simply because the pulp is filled with
black seeds and the flavor la not liked bo well as

leaf stalks that form the trunk or body of the tree.
This U the tame as wc see it in all other vietice,
bat in the caoc with whi'cJi tUo uieful portion of
the "hemp" banana is separated from the
glutenous part, lies the superiority of this variety
over others. From our experience iu growing
this kind of banan we are of the opinion that
the parent tree, upon arriving at maturity, is
more prolific in throwing up shoots than arc the
edible varieties. Whether . this is so or not, wc
have been surprised to see how many young
planU will cluster around the main trunk, and
we are satisfied that a vcty few plants to begin
with would soon grow into a large plantation.

TLw young phuiU should be set out so that tit
surface of the ground immediately around it is
sunken a little, say six inches, below the general
level ; in other words a hole should be niado in
which to p!nt the sprout, and when set, the bole
should not be tilled up entirely; thus the young
plant is protected somewhat from strong winds
and less liable to be uprooted. The plants should
be at least eight feet apart each way to allow the
young sprouts to come up freely, and it is a good
plan to always transplant the as they do
better by being moved from where they first saw
the light of day.

The plant matures in less than a year and when
the fruit is fully ripe, the tree is ready to bo cut
down. Although the fruit, as we have said, is
not liiueh liked, when we cau get any other kind,
still it is very fattening for Ik, and need not be
altogether thrown away. After the tree is cut
down even villi the ground, the head should be
cut oiT so as to leave nothing but the compactly
rolled leaf-stalk- s that form the body. Theee

they will grow and wait for them to mature, should
induce some to try it ; and in this connection we
would say that we will 1 happy to furrusli any
of our readers wuh information as to where the
young plant can be obtained, if they will but ask
us to do so.
