The bill to amend Sec. 1417, Civil Code, came np

on its second reading. (Restricting the making of
contracts to males only )

The argument for the bill was, that under the
present law, women made contracts for service,
which were but the thin disguise and excuse for
living in adultery. The opposers of the bill held
that, it was unconstitutional to forbid a single woman
from making a contract, and thnt it was useless to
pile up legislation against an offense which was al-

ready fully recognized and punishable At law. After
two hours and A half occupied in debating the subject
in all its bearings, the bill was indefinitely postponed,
JG to 10.

The bill to regulate the issuance of Royal Patents,
came up on its second reading.

The bill, as amended, w s passed to be engrossed.
The House then adjourned.

AN ACT TO AMEND SKCTION 184. 185 AND 1 88 OF THK

ClYlL C'ODK.

Be .7 Enacted, by the Xing and the Legislative As-
sembly of the Hawaiian Islmids in the Legislature
of the Kingdom assembled :
Section 1. Section 1 84 of the Civil Code shall be

amended, so as to read as follows: the re-

quest of Fifty or more tax payers of any district to
the Minister of the Interior, that a new road, highway
or street be opened, or that an old road, highway
or street be shut up, or widened, or altered or if
it rthull be made to appear to the Minister of the Inte-
rior in any other way. that any road, highway or
street should be opened, widened, or otherwise al-

tered, the said Minister of the Interior shall request
any Judire of a Court of Record to select a li&t of
twenty-lou- r names irota among toe legal voters oi
the District in which the improvement or alteration i

is contemplated, from which such Judge shall di- -

rect the Marshal of the Kingdom, or the Sheriff of j

the Inland In which the improvement is contemrdt-ted- .
to draw a Jury of six persons, and the decision

of such Jury or a umjorityof them shall be certified
immediately to tho .Minister of the Interior, who is
hereby authorized and empowered to take action
in accordance with such decision of such Jury.'

Section 2. Section 185 of the Civil Code shall be
amended so ns to read as follows :

"In laying out, closinz or widening any road or
highway, respect shall be had to the private vested
rishts of property which any individual may have
in the land affected by any such proposed work. .?

ORDFR OF THE PAT.

The resolution charging the Minister of Finance
with the custody of the Hawaiian Hotel, so far aa
the interests cf the Treasory are concerned, came np.

In explanation. His Excellency the Minister of
Finance stated that there was a difference cf opinion
between himself and the Minister of the Interior, as
to the force of the law placing all Government prop-
erty in tbe hands of the latter. This resolution wns
the result of an understanding between the Minis-
ters.

Hon. Mr. Carter said that the Minister of the In-

terior had either positively or tacitly given his con-

sent to the building of a Government hotel, and he
must have known that the charge of it would de-
volve on him under the law. Therefore it was but
proper that he should be hell to his duty under the
law. Hiving consented to the Government running

hotel, it was proper to hold the Minister to the law
and see that it was run properly. It is pretty plain
that the accounts of the establishment, and its rasn-ageme- nt,

(seeing that it is run under a considerable
stretch of law as to license to sell liquor, and that
there were some items as to lumber and an iron
fence that perhaps would bear explanation,) should
be looked after closely.

His Ex. the Minister of Foreign Relations objected
the expression of the government running a hotel.

All tbe government had to do with running the
hotel was to look after its receipts to the extent of
the interest on bonds, and that was due to the prop-
osition of the members for Honolulu. As to the allu-
sion to the rumored furnishing cf spirits to natives by
the proprietor cf the hotel, thnt was prying into pri-
vate business, and if it wa3 true, tbe proper course
was to convey it to the proper trinuna's. His Ex.
went cn to speak of the attacks that had been made
here, by insinuations against the Minister of Finance,
insinuations in fact, agiinst his truth and honor.
These attacks and insults had gone on until they had
become personal.

To repeal
this law would not have the effect to cripple our
plantations, for Chinese laborers can be and have
been procured outside of the system. He exonerated
the agents of the Board of Immigration from any
imputation of wrong in the matter of contracts with
Chinese laborers. A provision like that at Mauri-
tius would be a good one, that the men should be al-

lowed one week after arriving in the' country before
shipping. What is to be desired is that these labor-
ers should come here free and unfettered, and be at
liberty to make their own contracts when they get
here. ......

Hon. Mr. Kipi moved to indefinitely postpone this
bilL It would obstruct the business of plantations,
by cutting off the supply of labor from abroad. Mo-

tion to indefinitely postpone carried 23 to 14.

his own experience was that if a man was called on
to work extra time, he shottUt be well paid for it, and
should not be worked overtime unless he volunteered.

Hon. Mr. Kuihelani thought it was best to make
no provision in law as to the hems of work to be
performed tinder contract. This was a matter that
should be left to be regulated by circumstances.

He assorted his belief that a
ereat denl of sickness and death had resulted from
sending the hands of a plantation to work at early
morning, when it was raining or a very heavy dew
falling.

Hon. Mr. Hitchcock was in favor of indefinitely
postponing this bill. Its effects would be to make
mischief between masters and servants, and ob-- ;

struct the work on plantation?,
Hon. Mr. Aholo supported the bill. It was poor

economy to work men longer than nine hours a
day, both in regard to the interest cf the master
and the health of the servant. He also knew that
under the present system of ten hours, the hands on
some plantations have no time to themselves, and
have to wash their own clothes on Sunday.

Hon. Mr. Bishop wag of the opinion that this was
a matter which could well be left to cuEtom to regu-- !
late. He had heard of no complaint of abuse in
regard to the general custom which has obtained, of
ten hours for a day's labor. But if the Assembly
was determined to fix the number of hours to make
a diy's labor, then he favored fixing it at ten instead
of nine.

The motion to indefinitely postpone was loBt, 20 to
11; the motion to insert ten hours in the place of
nine, was lost by a tie vote. 17 to ii. i.ne motion
