the coat of iteam power more than CO per cent. We
copy :

It consist of a rovel procesa by which the great
amount of heat that escapee into the air io the waste
or exhaust ateam from engine u utilised by con-
ducting it through the tubca of a boiler filled with
the bisalphide r.f carbon. a fluid which boils at 110
degrees Fahrenheit, and at the temperature of ex-hao- jit

steam ffiea a prewure of Co poaoJs to the
inch in the boiler ; the vapor formed in thia boiler
ia nl to drive aa engine instead of steam, and
after beinjr ued is oonjenseij by eoolinfr. pumped
into the boiler ajin and aael continuously without
Iop.

Carefully ma le experiments prove that by means
of thia process the same fuel now required to pro-
duce 10O howspowr with the best engines ia use
will produce '2u borsevpower, showing a rain of
150 per cent, in the amount of power obtained by
the consumption of fueL

For the purpose ot making a careful test of the
value of thia procenj, two new engines of the same
aiie and construction were put up at the Atlantic
Works ; one of them run by steam in the usual
manner, while the heat that escaped in the exhaust
from this engine was used to heat a boiler and drive
the seron I engine. A careful measurement of the
power produced by each of the engines made by F.
w. B.icon, the oMest and most experienced engineer
ia the city, showed that while the first engine,
worked by steam in the usual way, produced 6.'J3
horse-powe- r, the pecond eoine. worked entirely by
the waste he it escaping in the exhaust from the first,
produced 'J l'2 horse-pow- er, the two together produc-
ing lo.S-"- i horse-pow- er with the same fuel required
to drive the steam engine alone.

The amount of coal required to run a ateam en-

gine of 100 horse-pow- er of the best class ia use at
the present time, is about 4.000 pounds per day. or
60O tons a year ; by means of thia discovery the
same engine can be run with 1,600 pounda of coal
per day, or "240 tona a year, thus saving 3C0 tons of
coal a year for eacn hundred horse-pow- er produced.
At S7.o0 per ton for coal, the amount aaved ia a
year for each hundred horse-pow- er is 00.

' For steam vessels the advantages of this process
are still greater than for stationary engines, aa a
large amount of room in the ship, at present occu-
pied by the coal that will be saved by this process,
can be ued to take additional freight, thus gaining
a two-fo-ld advantage by thia introduction. The ves-
sel could aLw carry fuel euough to last through a
much Iocger voyage than at present, thus enabling
steam to compete with sailing vessels oa long voy-
ages more advantageously than at present.

This process has been thoroughly tested, engines
made on this plan having been used more than a
year, and its introduction for all purposes where
ateam ia used, having been found to be perfectly
practical. The Ilaskins Machine Company at Fitch-bu- rg

has been running its new workshops with en-

gines constructed on this plan several months with
perfect success, and it haa just completed an engine
for parties in Worcester that is to be run entirely by
the exhaust steam from a neighboring engine ninety
feet distant, no fire or chimney being required to
ran the second engine, which will do more work
than the steam-engin- e from which the exhaust is
taken.

The saviog made by the nse of this process ia so
large that no one using steam power to any extent
can afford to d without it, and as engines now ia
t:-s- e can be changed Mas t make use ot it. and pro-
duce mora than double th power with the si me
fuel, or the same? power with loss tbaa half the fuel,
its Introduction must be very rapid.

'A company baa been organized, with a capital
of one million dollars, for the purpose of manufac-
turing enjins of this kind for both stationary and
marine purposes in this city, nnder the personal
superintendence of the inventor, who Is a practical
mechanic, and bat been the manager of a large and
ncceaaful manufacturing business ia Vermont for

some years past.
Thia company contemplate purchasing a large

midline work, with shipyard and wharf, in Boston,
and will immediately commence building a small
steadier wiih engines constructed oa this plan, for
the purpose of demonstrating the great value ol
this invention for marine purposes.
