MovruesTts or Srxcie.—Our London exchanges
of reeent date give some interesting statements of
the movements of specie in the United Kingdom.
The accounts of the imports and exports of gold
and silver bullion and specie registered at the Cas-
tom-house in the first three guarters of the year
1872, show that the imports amounted to £22,-
237 280, and the exporta to £22 384 938, so that, |
Umugh there was much coming and going, no|
sarplus or balance stayed in that country. The
n.upurt-l of gold am yanted to £13.674,395, show-
ing & decrease of nearly two millions :uwmpnnd
with the c;n‘ﬁpumhng period of the prm‘-i:ng,
year, and the exporis of gold amounted to £14.-
219,509, an increase of threeand a half millions. |
The imports of silver amounted to £8 562,685, a
decreass of nearly three millions, and the exports
of silver amounted to £7 865,339, a decrease of
above a million. The export of gold in the nine
wonths exceaded the import by nearly £850,000, |
and the import of silver exceeded the export by'
nearly £700,000. Above seven millions of gold |
arrived from the United States. The import of £l
